Mrs Purcell welcomed the Selectmen’s new annnintment to the Histarical Raview
Board. noting especially Mrs Asantugrl’s hackeround in architecture and her
exnerience on other Town hoards

The Secretarv read the letter which the Board had voted to send to the Carlson agent and
which Richard Robicheau hand delivered. It renorted that the Board had decided that the
work to be done at the house on Baker Avenue did not need permission from the Board
since the wark of moving the house would diminish neither historical nor architectural
imnartance of the small Greek Revival house

The Board then reviewed the status of the request to refuse demolition of the “tenth
cottage” near The Colony made hv the agent of Ethel Harris awner of the cottage The
Board had adiourned its December 6 meeting to continue to studv the issue  After more
than an hour of discussion and debate. Sibel Asantuerul moved and Richard Robichean
seconded a motion to require a delav of six months on the demolition of Cottace 10

(60 Way 55 man 19 lot 72) to allow far the develonment of alternatives to the
demolition  The mation carried 2 ta | Helen Purcell dissenting

In further business. Helen Purcell was asked to nrepare the Board’s Annual Renort to the
Town for inclusion in the Town Renort of 2001

Since the resignation of Jav Horowitz. the Secretarv has heen acting chairman of the
Board. Now that there are three members it is annropriate to choose a new chairman
Sibel Asantugril accented that resnansihility

The meeting adiourned at 9-00
