November 16, 1998

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Lawrence Gallagher, David Ernst and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Selectman Ernst announced the upcoming Cape Cod Commission workshop regarding health concerns and cellular towers.

Open Session:

· Gordon Dutra addressed the Board concerning the April, 1995 letter regarding business sign registration.  On a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to get more information and to schedule discussion of this matter on a future agenda.

· Gerard Lofgren addressed the Board regarding the computer RFP and computer purchases.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of November 2, 1998 as amended.

On a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of November 9, 1998 as amended.

The Town Administrator presented his report to the Board including:

a) Fish Pier Reconstruction – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 3-2, with Ernst and Hall voting against, that no vessel will tie-up to the commercial L-shaped pier until the project is completed to the satisfaction of the Acting Harbormaster.  Mr. Ernst explained that his negative vote was based on the conviction that the Harbormaster’s existing authority adequately covered the matter.

The Board interviewed Donald Lewis and David Rego for appointment to the Planning Board.  The appointment was taken under advisement.

The Board held a continuation of the public hearing on the application of Peter Rennert for renewal of Shellfish Grant License #95-25.  Selectmen Ernst recused himself.  On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to renew grant license #95-25 for a period of one year.  The Board discussed Mr. Rennert’s request for a two-year renewal.

The Board held a public hearing on Sunday package store openings from November 22nd through December 27th, 1998.  Selectman White read the public notice.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, to not issue permits on the Sundays during the holiday season, the Board voted 2-2-1, with Grossman and Hall voting against and Ernst abstaining.  The motion failed.

Correspondence:

· Letter from Benjamin Zehnder requesting a meeting to discuss Cliff Webb’s easement – it was noted that the request has been forwarded to Town Counsel.
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The Board discussed:

· Draft policy “Department Heads as Part of the Management Team” – Selectman White read the draft policy.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to

delete the second half of the second sentence (after the semicolon) and the third sentence and to use closing alternative 1 and to approve the policy as amended.

· Budget message – Selectman Gallagher elaborated on his proposal.  On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve the proposed budget policy statement by amending section 1 to include “except salary increases for non-union employees” and with the addition of “6.  The above policies are subject to the requirement that fully adequate service levels to the citizens of Wellfleet be maintained.”

· Appointments – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Paul Brewster Fox to the Historical Commission.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to appoint David Breen to the Board of Health.  There was consensus to not appoint any new members to the Town Hall Building Committee since the Committee’s work is almost completed.  In light of the Board’s “Procedure for Committee Appointments” a motion by Gallagher to appoint David Rego to the Planning Board was withdrawn.

· Business Licenses – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Cape Impressions Gallery; Wellfleet Cinemas; Consider the Lilies, Inc.; Christine’s Oasis; Mikan Gallery; Rose’s Auto Service; Mid-Cape Center; Narrow Land Pottery; Bay Sails Marine, Inc.; Briar Lane Body & Paint and Ron Buck Graphics Design.

· Liquor Licenses – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the liquor licenses of The Lighthouse Restaurant; Wellfleet Spirit Shoppe, Inc.; Intermission Grill and Finely J.P.’s, Inc.

· Contract for vehicle repair services – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the contract with Cape Cod Truck.

· Board meeting before Special Town Meeting – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to schedule a special meeting one-half hour before Special Town Meeting.

· Town Administrator’s request to change meeting date during his vacation – on a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to meet on March 8, 1999 in place of February 22, 1999.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:14 p.m.
