Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Chairman Howard Grossman.  Selectmen present included Jeffrey White, Lawrence Gallagher, David Ernst and Peter Hall.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Open Session:

· Dennis O’Connell addressed the Board regarding committee appointments and the recent Omnipoint decision by the Planning Board.

· Darlene Frazier addressed the Board regarding a possible change in location of the proposed skateboard park from Baker’s Field to behind the Elementary School.

· Ellen Webb addressed the Board regarding the proposed skateboard park.

· Stephen Polowczyk addressed the Board regarding the proposed skateboard park.

On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of October 19, 1998 as printed.

On a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of October 22, 1998 as printed.

The Town Administrator presented his report noting receipt of a $275,600 grant in relation to purchase of the Geiger property; receipt of a flag from Pat Rogers, approval of the Teamsters contract and a letter of agreement with Alice Boyd for preparation of a Hazard Mitigation Grant to fund replacement of the Lt. Island Bridge and installation of catch basins.  It was noted that the fee for preparing this grant would be $1,120 and would not be funded by the grant.  It was requested that the DPW Director report on the condition of the bridge and the need to replace it rather than repair it.

Correspondence:

a) Paul Nossiter’s letter of resignation from the Planning Board – there was consensus that a letter of thanks be drafted.

b) Executive Office of Environmental Affairs notification of work to be done on the Russell Olive property on Lt. Island – it was noted that a Town parcel is located close to this area and it was requested that the Conservation Commission be so informed.

c) Notification from the Department of Environmental Management regarding the Lakes and Pond Grant Program – referred to Conservation Commission.

d) Letter from M.E. Maitogen noting opposition to construction of a skateboard park – it was requested that receipt of letter be acknowledged.

e) Letter from Media One regarding program changes and franchise renewal – referred to Cable Advisory Committee.

f)  Letter from Robert S. Paine regarding Overlook Drive property and adjoining Town parcel – the Town Administrator will follow up with this matter.

The Board interviewed Frauke Rosenthal and David Breen for appointment to the Board of Health; Paul Brewster Fox for appointment to the Historical Commission; Charles Brent Harold for appointment to the Planning Board; Dawn Rickman for appointment to the Town Hall Building Committee and Janet Bell for appointment to the Planning Board.  The appointments were taken under advisement.
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On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by White, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Catherine Croce to the Beach Study Committee through June 30, 1999.

The Board discussed:

a) proposed “Department Heads as Part of the Management Team Policy” – a motion by White, seconded by Gallagher, that the policy be adopted was defeated by a 1-4 vote with Ernst, Hall, Grossman and White voting against.  On a motion duly made and seconded the Board voted unanimously that the policy be rewritten to reflect tonight’s comments by the Board of Selectmen and the audience.

The Board held a public hearing on the application of KSP, Corp. d/b/a Painter’s Restaurant, for an annual all alcoholic common victualler license.  Vice-Chairman White read the public notice.  The meeting was recessed from 8:06 to 8:08 p.m.  Chairman Grossman called the meeting back to order.  Kate Painter attended and requested that her application be tabled until after the Board of Appeals hears her special permit application on November 17.  On a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to table this application.

The Board held the following shellfish public hearings consecutively.  Selectman Ernst recused himself.  Vice-Chairman White read the public notice. The Acting Shellfish Constable’s recommendations were noted.

1) application of Steven B. Paine and David O. Paine for renewal of shellfish grant license #861B – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to renew this grant with dates set to correspond to the renewal date of the other two grants held by these grant holders.

2) Application of Peter Rennert for renewal of shellfish grant license #95-25 – the Acting Shellfish Constable discussed his recommendation that the Board table this request for two weeks and that if plant-out has not been accomplished by that date, the Board seriously consider not renewing this grant.  Mr. Rennert attended and indicated his intentions to continue to work this grant.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to continue this hearing for two weeks.

3) Applications of Irving and Holly Puffer for renewal of shellfish grant licenses #731 and #2 – on a motion duly made and seconded the Board voted unanimously to renew these licenses for a period of ten years.

The Board continued discussion: 

b) contract with Teamsters – there was consensus to discuss this contract in executive session.

c) Date for interviews of applicants for Shellfish Constable – there was consensus to meet at 4:00 p.m. on 11/9 in the Town Hall Conference Room and that Board members submit names of applicants they wish to interview to the Town Administrator in confidence.  Selectman Ernst noted that he will not participate in this process due to a conflict of interest.

d) Business licenses – on a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of the following:  Box Lunch, Inc., with the same restrictions as previous years; Eccentricity’s Oualie; Emperor’s Old Clothes; Eccentricity; Off Center; Bookstore & Restaurant, Inc.; Bookstore & Restaurant, Inc. (bookstore); Wellfleet Motel & Lodge; Video Stuga, Inc. and Computer Options.

e) Contract with TRI for preparation of a “Hazard Mitigation Grant”  to fund replacement of the Lt. Island Bridge and catch basins – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to approve the contract with TRI in the amount of $1,120.  On a motion by White, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously that the Town Administrator see that appropriate weight limit signs are erected on either side of the Lt. Island Bridge.  It

was noted that the letter from TRI does not specify the Lt. Island Bridge and it was requested that the Town Administrator add an addendum to the contract specifying same.

f) Letter to DOTE regarding approval of asset divestiture – Selectman Hall explained the request for the letter from the Cape Light Compact.  On a motion from Gallagher, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the letter.

g) Appointment of Relief Dispatchers – on a motion by White, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to hire the following as Relief Dispatchers:  Jeff Francis, Lorial Russell, Matthew Yantz and Bryan Clampett.

h) 111-F Status – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Gallagher, the Board voted unanimously to set a hearing date for November 12th at 10:00 a.m. in the Town Hall Hearing Room.  It was requested that, prior to the hearing, the Police Chief provide an outline of the hearing process including options available to the Board, responsibilities, duties and obligations.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 9:03 p.m. on a roll call vote (Hall, Gallagher, Grossman, White, Ernst – yea) to enter executive session to discuss contract negotiations and a Teamster’s grievance regarding rate of pay and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 10:11 p.m.

On a motion by Gallagher, seconded by Ernst, the Board voted 4-1, with White voting against, to approve the Teamsters’ contract.

Chairman Grossman suggested that the Board consider a format for the procedure to be used to evaluate the Town Administrator.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 10:16 p.m.
