Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Roger L. Putnam, Jr. and Michael Parlante.  Selectmen Peter Hall and Howard Grossman were absent.

Announcements:

· Chairman Donovan announced that the Town has received the contract from the State regarding the proposed dredging of the channels and anchorage basin in Wellfleet Harbor.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to sign the Memorandum of Agreement with the Department of Environmental Management and indemnification statement relative to the Wellfleet Harbor dredging project.  Chairman Donovan thanked the Harbormaster and his staff for all their efforts in keeping this project moving forward.

Open Session:

· Ann Bronsdon addressed the Board to inform them that October is Rett’s awareness month.

· Rich Bartke addressed the Board regarding 1) notice of the upcoming Shellfish Advisory Committee meeting 10/12, 7:00 p.m., Town Hall; 2) continuation of use of the stump dump to take nets; 3) reopening the discussion of catch limits at Chipman’s Cove.  Mr. Bartke read and submitted a petition to the Board requesting that the Board rescind its vote of October 2, 2000 and maintain the previous traditional (red bag) commercial limit for oysters in Chipman’s Cove. Lezli Rowell, William Young, Jr. and Jared Ziemba each addressed the Board relative to Mr. Bartke’s comments.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to accept the minutes of September 21, 2000 as presented.

On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of September 25, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of September 28, 2000 as presented.

On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of September 30, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of October 2, 2000 as presented.  Chris Merl asked why comments he had requested be included in these minutes were not included.  It was noted that Mr. Merl’s comments had been considered by the Chair as out of the scope of the public hearing being conducted.  Ann Bronsdon questioned the rationale for the interviews for the Town Administrator position being 
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held in executive session.  Chairman Donovan outlined the Board’s interview process noting that the Open Meeting Law allows for initial interviews to be held in executive session.

The Board reviewed correspondence.  The letter from Representative Gomes to Senator Kerry opposing ITQ’s for fishermen, the message from Arlene Kirsch regarding a grant received for the Barnstable Senior Center and the response from the Council on Aging Director and Kopelman and Paige’s critique of the Woodard & Curran agreement were discussed in detail.

Jared Ziemba asked when the Board will address the petition submitted to the Board by Mr. Bartke.  Chairman Donovan noted that the Board will discuss what action, if any, the Board will take on this request at its next meeting on October 16th.

The Board interviewed Nugent McMillan for appointment to the Board of Health.  Discussion included Mr. McMillan’s background and interest in serving on the Board of Health.

The Board interviewed Libbie Lederstein for appointment to the Board of Health.  Discussion included Ms. Lederstein’s background and experience.

The Board met with auditor Dan Sullivan to discuss the $181,198 transfer from Landfill Closure to Operating and Capital budgets requested by the Town Accountant for inclusion in Article 1 of the October 23rd Special Town Meeting Warrant.  Mr. Sullivan explained why this transfer is necessary.

The Board discussed:

a) Interviews for Shellfish Constable position – there was consensus to schedule the initial screening of candidates for sometime next week.

b) Scheduling of public hearings – Selectman Donovan read a draft letter to the Board of Health reminding them of their obligation to hold public hearings between the hours of 5 p.m. and 11 p.m.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to send the letter to the Board of Health as drafted.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously at 8:12 p.m. on a roll call vote (Parlante, Donovan, Putnam – yea) to enter executive session to discuss litigation matters and not to reconvene in open session.
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
