Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:27 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.

Public comment:

a) Jerry Houk addressed the Board regarding:  1) contractors attempting to dump debris at the Transfer Station without charge indicating that the Board of Health had ordered removal of the debris; 2) interviews for the Town Administrator position being scheduled in the afternoon.

b) Bob Costa addressed the Board regarding referral of Town Meeting articles to committees for recommendation.

c) Rich Bartke addressed the Board to suggest that the Board invite Britt Argot for an open forum on Herring River Dike issues.  Chairman Donovan noted that a committee is pursuing these issues.

d) Chris Merl addressed the Board regarding his contact with the Ethics Commission relative to Selectman Parlante’s participation in shellfish matters and requested that Selectman Parlante produce documents received in relation to this issue.  Selectman Parlante noted receipt of a copy of Attorney Michael Ford’s opinion to David Ernst regarding Mr. Ernst’s participation as a Selectman in shellfish matters and oral information received from the Ethics Commission.

The Board discussed:

1) Reconsideration of Commercial Oyster Limit in Chipman’s Cove – Selectman Parlante disclosed that he has a shellfish grant license, holds a commercial shellfish permit and owns waterfront property.  Selectman Hall disclosed that he holds a senior commercial shellfish permit.  Selectman Putnam disclosed that he holds a senior commercial shellfish permit.  Chairman Donovan noted receipt of a petition requesting that the Board rescind its vote of October 2, 2000 regarding the commercial oyster limit for Chipman’s Cove.  Hall moved and Putnam seconded a motion to schedule a hearing to further discuss this matter at the Board’s December 4th meeting.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to amend the motion by changing the date of the hearing to November 20, 2000.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to approve the original motion as amended.

2) R.S.V.P. to Representative Gomes re:  Cape Cod Trail meeting (10/31, Harwich Town Hall, 1 p.m. to 3 p.m.) – Selectman Putnam will attend.

3) Woodard & Curran:  Engineering Services Agreement to Perform a Water Supply/Wastewater Disposal Study – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to sign the Agreement with Woodard and Curran and to forward the Scope of Work to DEP.

4) Special Town Meeting Article 5 (property adjacent to DPW) – it was noted that Town Counsel had advised that the article be indefinitely postponed.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to indefinitely postpone STM Article 5.
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On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 8:19 p.m.
