Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.

At 7:00 p.m. the Board held a continuation of a public hearing on the recommendations of the Acting Shellfish Constable to amend Section V of the Temporary Shellfish Regulations regarding Chipman’s Cove.  Shellfish Advisory Committee Chair Chris Merl requested that the Board postpone this hearing until 7:30 p.m. noting that other shellfishermen planned to attend at that time; Chairman Donovan noted that the hearing had been continued to 7:00 p.m. and proceeded with the hearing.  Chairman Donovan reviewed the discussion from the initial public hearing held  Monday 9/25/00.  Grossman moved and Donovan seconded a motion to approve the Acting Shellfish Constable’s recommendation for Chipman’s Cove.  Discussion focused on the Acting Shellfish Constable’s proposed catch limit for commercial permit holders of 1 ½ bushels (48 quarts) for oysters in Chipman’s Cove.  On Selectman Grossman’s motion, the Board voted 2-3, with Putnam, Hall and Parlante voting against.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-2, with Grossman and Donovan voting against, to approve the recommendation of the Acting Shellfish Constable with the limit for oysters for the 2001 season in the Cove being one bushel.  The hearing concluded at 7:53 p.m.

The Board met with Police Chief Rosenthal and Fire Chief Hight as Civil Defense Director and Assistant Director respectively.  Discussion included the current Civil Defense Protocol, personnel, emergency communications and the need for a separate emergency operations center.

Public Comment:

· Joel Fox addressed the Board regarding section 10.1.9 of the Shellfish Regulations and requested that the Shellfish Department inspect shellfish grant areas to make sure that gear is tagged.  It was suggested that Mr. Fox make this request to the Shellfish Department.

· Jane and Miles Dempsey of 30 Oak Valley Road addressed the Board regarding poor drainage and mosquito problems on their road.  It was noted that this is a private road.

· Lezli Rowell addressed the Board to thank the prior Board of Selectmen, especially Jeff White, and Town voters for the new playground at Baker’s Field.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously at 8:26 p.m. on a roll call vote (Parlante, Hall, Donovan, Putnam, Grossman – yea) to enter executive session to discuss litigation and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 9:03 p.m.

The Board discussed:

a) Whitman Property Extension Agreement – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to sign the Extension Agreement forwarded by Michael Ford to extend the time for performance of the Purchase and Sale Agreement for the Whitman property.
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b) Bid on Surplus Items – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to accept the bid of Philip Allain for the Shellfish Department 1982 blue Chevrolet pickup truck in the amount of $800.

c) Memorandum of Agreement with the State Highway Department for State highway work – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to accept and sign this Memorandum of Agreement for FY 2001 in the amounts of $64,652.82 per Chapter 53B of the Acts of 1999 and $64,652.82 per 150 of the Acts of 2000.

d) Article 1 Special Town Meeting transfer of $181,198 to operating and capital budgets – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to request that Dan Sullivan of the auditing firm of Powers and Sullivan be asked to meet with the Board to discuss this transfer.

e) Letter from Jerry Houk declining his appointment to the Board of Health – there was consensus of the Board to interview the two candidates that have submitted applications for appointment to the Board of Health and to remind the Board of Health that, per the Charter, public hearings must be scheduled after 5:00 p.m.

f) Letter from Lezli Rowell, NRAB, to Woodard and Curran – it was requested that the NRAB be reminded of the Board’s “Policy on Advisory Board Correspondence”.

g) Commission on Disabilities – Selectman Hall noted the lack of a quorum on this Board.

h) Town Administrator recruitment – there was consensus to schedule interviews on October 13th, 17th and 18th.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:28 p.m.
