Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 2:01 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Also in attendance were Ali Parand of Woodard and Curran, Board of Health Chairman David Breen, DPW Director Jamie Bell, Assistant DPW Director Mark Vincent and Beach Administrator Suzanne Thomas.

Mr. Parand updated the Board on the status of the water supply/wastewater disposal study being performed by Woodard and Curran noting that he is close to producing a map for environmentally sensitive areas.  It was suggested that if data collected by Camp Dresser & McKee is used, further testing may be necessary in some areas. 

Mr. Parand discussed proposed short-term solutions for the beaches, Town Hall, Marina, Elementary School, DPW Building, Library, Public Safety Building and Senior Center.  Discussion included shutting down sinks with continued use of toilet facilities at some beaches, portable toilet use, use of hand sanitizing units, use of point of use and point of entry systems, possibility of using the Elementary School well for a water supply to the Council on Aging and Police/Fire Station buildings, possibility of drilling a well on the Oliver property for a water supply to the Library and DPW buildings and the need for Board of Health approval relative to some of the alternatives.  Mr. Parand will revise the draft letter report on short term solutions  incorporating suggestions from this meeting, forward it to the Board for review and ultimate submission to DEP.

The Board discussed the proposed Agreement for Joint Operation of a Yard Waste Processor.  There was consensus to further discuss this document at Monday’s Board of Selectmen meeting.

Mr. Parand indicated that further discussion is needed regarding the Administrative Consent Order noting that it is an activity outside of the agreement between the Town and Woodard and Curran.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously at 3:24 p.m. on a roll call vote (Grossman, Putnam, Donovan, Hall, Parlante – yea) to enter executive session to discuss strategy relative to contract negotiations with non-union personnel and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 3:27 p.m.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 3:27 p.m.
