Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 6:33 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr. and Michael Parlante.  Selectman Howard Grossman was absent.

The Board met with John McMahon to discuss provision of consultant/Acting DPW Director services.  Chairman Donovan noted that tonight’s goal is to get a sense of Mr. McMahon’s experience and how a consultant serving as Acting DPW Director could be of assistance to the Town and that this matter will be referred to the new Town Administrator.  Mr. McMahon’s background and experience were discussed.  Discussion included the use of a consultant rather than using current DPW employees for interim coverage of the DPW and the process used by the Board when deciding to interview a consultant to provide consultant/Acting DPW Director services.  Mr. McMahon left the meeting at 6:54 p.m.

There was consensus to recess the meeting until 7:00 p.m.  The meeting was called back to order at 7:02 p.m.

Announcements:

· Chairman Donovan announced that the new Town Administrator will begin work on November 13th  and welcomed Jeff Hyer of the Cape Codder back to the Board’s meetings.

Open Session:

a) Bob Costa addressed the Board regarding the perception of micromanaging by the Board of Selectmen.

b) Brent Harold addressed the Board regarding :  1) new cell phone antennas at the Commonwealth Electric Gross Hill Road site and 2) status of the Nextel litigation.

c) Lynn Hiller addressed the Board suggesting that perhaps Wellfleet’s Planning Board should be an elected board.

d) Bob Costa addressed the Board regarding the poor quality of workmanship on public building projects due to state bidding requirements and suggested a regional approach to try to make an impact on the state legislature regarding this problem.  It was noted that this matter will be discussed at the next Lower Cape Selectmen’s meeting on November 30th at the Wellfleet Library.

e) Rich Bartke addressed the Board to thank the Shellfish Department for removing spat collectors from Chipman’s Cove in time for its opening and a 40 foot barge and boat which have still been left in the area.  Mike May indicated that the Harbormaster’s Office will address the barge and boat issue tomorrow.

The Board met with Alice Boyd who updated the Board on FY’99 Small Cities Grant activities.  Ms. Boyd indicated that approximately $105,000, unencumbered in the Aquaculture Expansion project, will be lost if not expended and discussed three potential projects which could be funded via this grant including construction of a seasonal float area, construction of a cultch deployment

area and completion of a Harbor Management Plan.  There was consensus to meet with the Acting Shellfish Constable, Harbormaster, NRAB, Marina Advisory Committee and Shellfish Advisory Committee at next Monday’s Board meeting to discuss these options.  Ms. Boyd updated the Board on an extra round of Small Cities funds which will become available in February noting that affordable housing projects are being reviewed favorably, and on the status of the remainder of the dredging funds.  Rich Bartke thanked Ms. Boyd for her work on behalf of the Town.

The Board held the following Shellfish Department hearings as follows.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  The Acting Shellfish Constable, Jim McGrath, was in attendance and presented his recommendation at each hearing.  Selectman Parlante disclosed that he holds a shellfish grant license, a commercial shellfish permit and owns waterfront property.  Selectman Hall disclosed that he holds a senior commercial shellfish permit.  Selectman Putnam disclosed that he holds a senior commercial shellfish permit and owns water property.

1) Application of Paul Bonanno for shellfish grant license #893 located at Lt. Island and consisting of one acre – the Acting Shellfish Constable questioned whether Mr. Bonanno has satisfied the Town’s requirement of holding a commercial shellfish permit for 2 of the last 3 years or alternatively, has demonstrated some experience in shellfish propagation/aquaculture.   Mr. Bonanno indicated that he has worked on a shellfish grant and has been in the shellfish business since 1986.   The Acting Shellfish Constable requested that Mr. Bonanno submit evidence in writing confirming that Mr. Bonanno has worked on a shellfish grant in the Town of Wellfleet.  There was consensus to continue this hearing to next Monday’s meeting at 7:30 p.m.

2) Request of Randy A. Williams for transfer of Indian Neck shellfish grant licenses #85I and #85I-A from Randy A. Williams to Randy A. Williams and Charter M. Williams – the Acting Shellfish Constable indicated his favorable recommendation.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve this request.

3) Request of Paul Conor for transfer of Egg Island shellfish grant licenses #95-5 and #95-6 from Paul Conor to Paul Conor and Alfred J. Pickard – the Acting Shellfish Constable indicated his favorable recommendation.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve this request.

4) Request from Schooner Grady, Michael Gregory and Luene Grady for transfer of Egg Island shellfish grant license #95-15 from Richard Grady, Schooner Grady, Michael Gregory and Luene Grady to Richard Grady, Schooner Grady, Michael Gregory, Luene Grady and Stephen Gregory – the Acting Shellfish Constable noted that, per the regulations, there can only be four names on any grant at one time, therefore, this request cannot be approved unless someone else’s name is removed from the grant.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously that action on this request be tabled and subject to another hearing.

5) Request from Joseph V. Menengas and Joseph Gray for transfer of Mayo Beach shellfish grant license #755 from Joseph V. Menengas, Angelo Serra and Joseph Gray to Joseph V. Menengas and Joseph Gray – the Shellfish Constable noted receipt of a letter from Angelo Serra giving permission for removal of his name from grant #755.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve this request.
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The Board held a public hearing to discuss the merits of extending the authority of the local licensing board (Board of Selectmen) to issue permits to allow package stores to open on Sundays during the holiday season.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to issue permits to allow package stores to open on Sundays between and including November 19th and December 31st, 2000.

The Board reviewed minutes as follows:

· On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Parlante abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of September 22, 2000 as presented.

· On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of October 16, 2000 (afternoon meeting) as presented.

· On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of October 16, 2000 (evening meeting) as printed.

· On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of October 17, 2000 as presented.

· On a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of October 26, 2000 as presented.

The Board reviewed correspondence and took the following actions:

1) Letter from McNeil & Fitch regarding the abandonment of Healey property within the CCNSS (Map 9, Lot 603) – there was consensus to forward this matter to the Building Inspector for comment.

2) Letter from Tax Collector re:  Rick Merrill’s dockage – there was consensus to schedule discussion of this matter at next week’s Board meeting.

3) Letter from Power Options requesting membership fee – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Chairman to sign the Power Options forms on behalf of the Town.

4) Letter from McGregor Associates requesting cooperation from the Board regarding protection of public right-of-way from Cove Road to Chipman’s Cove – Selectman Putnam read the proposed letter to Tom Skinner, Director of Coastal Zone Management, supporting 
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proposed action against Mrs. Trow’s plan to block access across her property to the cove beach by erecting a fence and requiring her to remove her No Trespassing signs along Cove Road.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to sign this document.

The Board discussed:

a) Recommendation for appointment of Deputy Shellfish Constable – the Acting Shellfish Constable presented his recommendation for appointment of Christopher Manulla.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Christopher Manulla as Deputy Shellfish Constable.

b) Appointment of Constables – the Town Clerk’s request for appointment of constables to work at the elections was noted.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Michael May and Frauke Rosenthal as constables.

c) Recommendation for appointment of Police Officer – the Police Chief presented his recommendation that Michael Turner be appointed.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Michael Turner as a full-time police officer.

d) Business licenses – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of AIM Thrift Shop; Bay Sails Marine, Inc.; Black Fish Trading Co.; Briar Lane Body & Paint; Copy Caps; Gallery 5; Eccentricity’s Oualie; Off Center; Emperor’s Old Clothes’ Eccentricity; I Used to Be a Tree; Jules Besch Stationers, Inc.; Karol Richardson, Inc.; Left Bank Print Gallery; Left Bank Gallery, Inc.; Lizard T’Shirt Gallery; Mid-Cape Home Centers; Oliver’s Clay Tennis Courts; Nicholas Harrison Galllery, Inc.; Puritan Clothing of Cape Cod, Inc.; Tim’s Used Books.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously at 8:50 p.m. on a roll call vote (Parlante, Hall, Donovan, Putnam – yea) to enter executive session to discuss pending litigation and not to reconvene in open session.
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
