November 15, 2000

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:08 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to send a special thank you to Town Clerk Dawn Rickman and all those who worked at the polls (and long hours into the night) on Election Day November 7, 2000.

Open Session:

· Alan Platt, Chairman of the Open Space/Land Bank Committee, addressed the Board and requested that the Board sign three acceptance deeds relative to the closings on the Geiger properties.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to sign the Geiger property deed acceptances.

· Ann Bronsdon addressed the Board to welcome the new Town Administrator.

Minutes:

· On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted  4-0-1, with Grossman abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of October 30, 2000 as presented.

· On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of November 2, 2000 as printed.

· On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of November 6, 2000 as printed.

Comments/Reports

· Selectman Hall noted that several citizens had suggested that at the Route 6 light at Marconi Beach, the southbound left lane be designated as left turn only and the northbound right lane be designated as right turn only.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to send a letter to the State requesting these lane designations.

· Selectman Putnam noted receipt of solid waste reports from all five lower cape towns and  the Tri-Town reports and that they have all been forwarded to Waste Options.

The Board reviewed correspondence.  It was requested that the letters from Alpha Telcom, Inc. regarding a public pay phone system proposal and from Sylvia Smith regarding Hiawatha Road be scheduled as agenda items at the next Board meeting.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to accept the recommendation of the Police Chief to appoint Brian Cavanaugh as full-time Dispatcher effective November 16, 2000.
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The meeting was recessed at 7:25 p.m.  Board members left the table and sat in the audience while Finance Committee members assumed the meeting table. At 7:30 p.m. Chairman Ken Granlund called the meeting of the Finance Committee to order.  Moderator Dan Silverman introduced Tim Woodman as a new appointee to the Finance Committee.  Finance Committee members in attendance included Anne Suggs, Arlene Kirsch, Tim Woodman, Ira Wood, Berta Bruinooge, Deborah Davis and Patricia Foley.  Fred Wolff was absent.  Chairman Donovan introduced Town Administrator Tim Smith to the Finance Committee.  Discussion included the need for a budget timeline, inclusion of revenue and grant information, drafting of a policy statement on fees and scheduling joint budget meetings with the Board of Selectmen, Finance Committee and department heads.  The Finance Committee meeting was adjourned at 8:10 p.m.

The meeting of the Board of Selectmen was called back to order by Chairman Donovan at 8:18 p.m.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to express thanks to the Finance Committee for reopening the process of mutual accommodation and participation in the budgetary process of the Town.

The Town Administrator recommended that Mark Vincent be appointed as Acting DPW Director.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointment of Mark Vincent as Acting DPW Director and to waive the fourteen day veto provision.  The Town Administrator noted that he anticipates that Mr. Vincent will remain in this position for approximately six months so that he can assess the position before he makes a recommendation on filling the position of DPW Director.

Ann Bronsdon addressed the Board and requested that smokers not congregate outside of the Library doors during recesses.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 8:26 p.m.
