Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

The Board met with CZM representative Truman Henson to discuss guidelines for Harbor Management Plans.  Mr. Henson outlined the options to the Town noting the two types of plans, state approved and locally approved.  Discussion focused on the process and benefits of developing a state approved plan with Mr. Henson noting that a state approved plan would allow the Town to amplify Chapter 91 regulations and could possibly present grant funding advantages.  Mr. Henson offered assistance to the Town through his office and staff.

The Board held a public hearing to consider amending Section V (Open and Closed Areas) of the Temporary Shellfish Regulations regarding catch limits at Chipman’s Cove.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  Selectman Parlante disclosed that he has a shellfish grant license, holds a commercial shellfish permit and owns waterfront property.  Selectman Putnam disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit and owns waterfront property. Donovan moved and Grossman seconded a motion to accept the recommendation of the Acting Shellfish Constable to approve a one and one-half bushel daily catch limit for oysters for commercial permit holders in Chipman’s Cove.   After discussion, the Board voted 2-3 on the motion with Parlante, Putnam and Hall voting against.  Chairman Donovan noted that the catch limit remains at one bushel daily as previously voted by the Board.

The Board met with Steve Durkee and Judy Taylor of the Housing Authority to discuss:

a) Establishment of an Affordable Housing Steering Committee - on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to support the recommendation for a long range planning committee for affordable housing and to send to the various committees a request that they appoint a representative to this committee and that the Housing Authority select the other members and file quarterly progress reports with the Board.

b) Pratt land exchange (Cross Street) – Mr. Durkee noted that the Planning Board had taken no action on this matter and requested that the Board place an article on the Annual Town Meeting warrant to go forward with this land swap.  There was consensus that the Board  examine this matter further before deciding to place such an article on the warrant.

c) Catholic Church property – Mr. Durkee noted that this property would be an excellent choice for affordable elderly rental housing which could be financed via Federal funding.

The Board discussed:

1) Alpha Telcom, Inc. public pay phone system proposal – this matter was referred to the Town Administrator with a request that it be brought back to the Board if the Board should pursue it.
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2) Letter from Sylvia Smith re:  Hiawatha Road – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Town Administrator to take all the necessary steps to ensure that the Town’s and therefore the public’s interests in Hiawatha Road are fully protected.  The Town Administrator recommended that this matter be referred to Michael Ford.

3) Set date for audit exit meeting – there was consensus to schedule this meeting on December 5th at 3:30 p.m.

4) Shellfish Department staffing – Selectman Putnam recommended that this matter be turned over to the Town Administrator.  The Town Administrator recommended that the Board accept the recommendation of the Acting Shellfish Constable.  Putnam moved and Parlante seconded a motion to accept the recommendation of the Town Administrator in the staffing of the Shellfish Department.  Selectman Putnam read the recommendation of the Acting Shellfish Constable which included reassigning Acting Assistant Shellfish Constable Bruce Norton as Deputy Constable as of December 28, 2000 and appointing grant-funded temporary Assistant Shellfish Constable Darrin Dion as Acting Shellfish Constable effective December 28, 2000.  The Board voted unanimously in favor of the motion.

5) Draft FY 2002 Comprehensive Budget and Capital Improvements Plan Schedule – the Town Administrator noted that this document had been forwarded to the Board.

6) Reception for Town Administrator – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to nominate Bob Costa to head-up a group to organize a reception for the new Town Administrator and his wife.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 8:44 p.m.
