Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 4:06 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Town Administrator Tim Smith and Town Accountant Pat Eagar also attended.

The Board reviewed the FY 2002 – FY 2006 Capital Improvement Plan.  Acting Shellfish Constable Jim McGrath, Principal Alan Coriarty, Elementary School Committee Chair Andrea Pluhar, Fire Chief Alan Hight, Acting DPW Director Mark Vincent, Council on Aging Director Jacqui Wildes and Harbormaster Michael Flanagan were in attendance and explained their capital requests.  There was consensus to move the Town Accountant’s request for $5,000 for a copier from FY 2002 to FY 2003; that the request for funds for technology at the Elementary School be reworked to reflect smaller classroom sizes and that the School’s building improvement projects be referred to the Building and Needs Assessment Committee; and that the $1,000,000 request to fund a new Senior Center building be reduced to $200,000 to reflect projected grant funding.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to approve the Capital Improvement Plan and to forward it to the Finance Committee noting that the computer technology request for the Elementary School is pending clarification.

Chairman Donovan suggested that the Board request that a member of the Cape Cod Commission attend the Board’s January 8th meeting to discuss the District of Critical Planning Concern (DCPC) process.  Board members concurred with the suggestion.

The Board discussed the Shellfish Department and Constable position.

The meeting adjourned at 6:05 p.m.
