Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Roger Putnam and Howard Grossman.  Selectmen Peter Hall and Michael Parlante were absent.

The Board discussed the estimate ($3,250) received from East Cape Engineering for a feasibility study for the proposed Senior Center site on Old Kings Highway.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the estimate and to instruct Mr. Dugan and Mr. Bell to move forward with the project.

The Board met with Elizabeth Beardsley of Camp Dresser & McKee for an update on the water system study.  Ms. Beardsley presented an overview of where the Town stands right now with the water study and answered questions from the audience.  Discussion included estimated capital, operating and maintenance costs, financing options (CDM’s Preliminary Financial Plan memo), proposed well locations and well permitting process, storage tank location and  betterments.  Ms. Beardsley suggested that the Board decide on which financial option to pursue as soon as possible so that it can be included in the draft report due next week.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 8:48 p.m.
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
