Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:04 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Chairman Donovan reported on the May 19th Board meeting noting that no votes were taken in deference to further discussion at tonight’s meeting.

Open Session:

· Jim Wolf addressed the Board and spoke in support of Bill Dugan’s application to continue as Town Administrator.

· Ann Bronsdon addressed the Board regarding Selectman Putnam’s comments to the press regarding a Harbor Resource Plan which would involve upland owners, the Audubon and National Seashore; the status of the new DPW facility and delays in the project and the Moderator’s appointments to the Finance Committee.

· Lezli Rowell addressed the Board and read a letter in opposition to Bill Dugan’s reappointment as Town Administrator.

· Regis Butilier addressed the Board regarding the Assistant to the Recreation Director position.

· Donna Pickard addressed the Board and submitted a petition requesting that the Board honor the previous Board’s acceptance of Bill Dugan’s resignation.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 2-0-3, with Grossman, Putnam and Parlante abstaining (Grossman had not attended the meeting and Putnam and Parlante were not Board members on this date), to approve the minutes of April 14, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 2-0-3, with Grossman, Putnam and Parlante abstaining (Grossman had not attended the meeting and Putnam and Parlante were not Board members on this date), to approve the minutes of April 18, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-2, with Putnam and Parlante abstaining (they were not Board members on this date), to approve the minutes of April 20, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-2, with Putnam and Parlante abstaining (they were not Board members on this date), to approve the minutes of April 24, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-0-2, with Putnam and Parlante abstaining (they were not Board members on this date), to approve the minutes of April 26, 2000 as printed.
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On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Hall abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of May 4, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Hall abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of May 8, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted 3-0-2, with Hall and Parlante abstaining (they had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of May 11, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Grossman abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of May 15, 2000 as printed.

Comments/Reports

· Putnam outlined the history of the Water Commissioners’ Advisory Group.

· Donovan announced the Memorial Day service scheduled for May 29th.

There was consensus to meet on Thursday, May 25th, at 4:00 p.m. at the Senior Center to interview a candidate to possibly serve as interim Town Administrator and to possibly conduct a Town Administrator search.

The Board held the continuance of the public hearing on the recommendation of the Shellfish Constable to amend Section IV (Seed Picking) of the Temporary Shellfish Regulations.  Selectman Parlante disclosed that he has a shellfish grant license, holds a commercial shellfish permit, and owns waterfront property.  Selectman Hall disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit.  Selectman Putnam disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish license.  Assistant Shellfish Constable Jim McGrath was in attendance and read the Shellfish Constable’s recommendation to close area 24, also known as Sewell’s Gutter, to seed picking and provided a map of the area.  Rich Bartke addressed the Board and outlined the history of grant applications in this area noting that allowing seed picking to continue in area 24 would preclude State approval of grants in this area.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, to accept the recommendation of the Shellfish Constable to remove the designation as a seed picking area of Area 24, the Board voted 2-3, with Hall, Putnam and Parlante voting against.  Chris Merl indicated his objection to Selectmen Putnam and Parlante voting on tonight’s shellfish issues.

The Town Administrator presented his report to the Board:

a) Land Purchase – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Town Administrator to procure an appraisal of the current Gutsy Bender’s property in the amount of $900.

The Board met with Assistant County Administrator Maggie Downey who outlined the proposed power supply contract with Select Energy, Inc. and asked that the Board approve the power supply contract.  Discussion included the background of the agreement, negotiations with Select Energy, elements of the power supply contract and benefits of customer aggregation.  On a 
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motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously at 8:36 p.m. on a roll call vote (Grossman, Hall, Donovan, Putnam, Parlante – yea) to enter executive session to discuss strategy with respect to litigation because an open meeting may have a detrimental effect on the Town’s bargaining or litigating position and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 8:48 p.m.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Cape Light Compact to execute the Electric Supply Agreement with Select Energy and the Cape Light Compact in substantially the form contained in the draft dated March 9, 2000 on behalf of the Town of Wellfleet and to approve minor, non-substantive changes to such agreement, provided, however, that such execution shall not take place until after approval of such Electric Supply Agreement by the Massachusetts Department of Telecommunications and Energy.

The Board discussed the June 26th draft special town meeting warrant as follows:

· Article 1 (transfers) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 2 ($12.8 million for water supply) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, to recommend this article, the Board voted 0-4-1, with Parlante abstaining.

· Article 3 (authorization to collect water rates and assess betterments) – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 4 (petition the General Court) – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 5 (amend General Bylaws re:  Assessment of Betterments) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 6 (elderly betterment deferral) – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 7 (elderly water use charge deferral) – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 8 (Water Connection Policy) – the Town Administrator was asked to request that Town Counsel recommend clearer language.

· Article 10 (U.S.G.S.) – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Draft article for $75,000 for consulting services relating to water issues – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the warrant.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 9 (Housing Authority budget) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 11 (Pratt land swap) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Grossman abstaining, to recommend this article.

· Article 12 (Library roof) – per the recommendation of the DPW Director, there was consensus to postpone this article to the fall special town meeting.
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· Article 14 (zoning – nudity) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 15 (petition – percentage of health insurance paid by Town) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, to recommend this article, the Board voted 0-5.

The Board discussed:

1) Business Licenses – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Wellfleet Texaco; Bayside Lobster Hutt; Just Dessert and Kelly’s Flowers.

2) Requests to Use Town Property – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of a) Friends of the VNA to use Town Hall front lawn on July 26 (rain date July 27) from 9 a.m. to 12 noon for a bake sale; b) Wellfleet Fire Association to use the Town Hall driveway and part of the front lawn on August 19 from 8:00 a.m. to 13:00 hours for a bake sale and c) John R. McKay Post #287 American Legion to use the front lawn of Town Hall, easterly side and drive abutting Puritan’s store with a rain place at Wellfleet Elementary School Gym on Monday, May 29, 2000 from 8:30 a.m. to 10:00 a.m. for the Annual Memorial Day Service.

The Town Administrator continued his report:

b) MMA Report and MMA’s recommendation regarding the Board’s Personnel Policy – to next agenda.

c) Evaluation Forms (Teamsters) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Grossman abstaining, to accept the forms.

d) Appointments – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the following appointments:  Beach Department – Beach Guards:  Susan Veneziano, Oakley Hall, Elizabeth Hall, Jesse Finn, Barbara Atwood, Sandy Phillips, Amy Berrio. e) Appointment of Acting Shellfish Constable – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint James McGrath as Acting Shellfish Constable as of May 27, 2000.  Mr. McGrath recommended that Bruce Norton be appointed as Acting Assistant Shellfish Constable with the Board continuing this discussion to the next meeting.

f) Grant Administrator for Route 6 housing project – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Gwen Pelletier as grant administrator for the FY’98 Small Cities Grant, Department of Housing and Community Development, Housing Development Support Program.
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g) Lower Cape Community Development Corporation letter of support for annual application for basic support funds – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to sign the letter.

h) Senior Center grants – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the grant applications to the Executive Office of Elder Affairs Formula Grant Fund in the amount of $3,300 and reapplication for an EOEA Grant to continue the Pamet Volunteer Services Program in the amount of $4,000.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 10:19 p.m.
