Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

The Board met with Board of Health members Lori Vanderschmidt, David Breen, Joe Fontans, Betty Kimball and Health/Conservation Agent John Chatham.  The two boards discussed the Water Connection Policy issue for one hour.  The Board of Health said that they would continue to discuss the Policy and attempt to reach a compromise.

At 8:00 p.m. the Board moved its meeting to the second floor conference room in Town Hall and discussed:

a) Appointment of Acting Assistant Shellfish Constable – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Bruce Norton as the Acting Assistant Shellfish Constable.

b) Hiawatha Road Town Landing – Selectman Putnam noted that the research regarding this landing has been performed by Peter Dow Campbell and that this research should be available to the Town.  The Board decided that no further action is needed at this time.

c) MMA Report – The Board approved both Committee Secretaries as graded by MMA.  The Board requested the following additional information before it votes on the entire MMA report:  1) copies of the job descriptions for each position in the MMA Report; 2) a copy of the OMNI System used to evaluate positions.

d) Special Town Meeting warrant – The Board amended the 4th bullet of Article 9.  The Chairman will re-write the explanation for Article 9.

e) Next meeting – the Board decided to meet next Tuesday, May 30th at 7:00 p.m. to discuss the MMA report further and to set a date for CDM to present their water study to the public.

The meeting adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
