Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 3:03 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Selectman Peter Hall was absent.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

The Board met with Elizabeth Beardsley and Dan Lanning of Camp Dresser & McKee for an update on the downtown water study project including:

· Financing alternatives – twelve alternatives for financing system capital and operating costs via combinations of general taxes, betterments and user fees were discussed.  Ms. Beardsley recommended that the Town use a combination of  betterments and taxes.

· Draft Table of Contents – distributed.  It was noted that the report will be forwarded to the Board of Selectmen the week of May 15th.

· Potential Water Supply Wells report – distributed.  Potential sites at Coles Neck, Dyer Pond South, Dyer Pond South-2, Duck Pond and Perch Pond were discussed.  The Town Administrator was asked to set up a meeting with officials from the National Seashore to clarify the definition of “mining” within the Seashore.

· Liz Beardsley 5/4/00 memo regarding Public Water Systems – distributed.

· Memo from the Division of Municipal Services regarding the State Revolving Fund 2001 Intended Use Plans – distributed.

· Liz Beardsley 5/4/00 memo regarding Alternatives to a Downtown Water System (individual water treatment units, sewering and wastewater treatment plant, advanced on-site waste treatment systems) – distributed.  Ms. Beardsley noted that a centralized water system is the most direct approach to resolving water supply issues.

It was noted that the Town needs to resolve whether it will require some or all parcels to hook up to the system (Board of Health and Board of Selectmen) and which form of financing will be used.

There was consensus that the next meeting be scheduled for May 11th at 7:00 p.m.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to table the next two agenda items (Town Counsel Services and Town Administrator Search – Professional Consultant) to next Monday’s Board meeting.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 4:54 p.m.
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
