Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Selectman Peter Hall was absent.  Town Administrator William Dugan also attended.

Chairman Donovan outlined procedure for Board meetings and asked that the audience hold their comments until a motion is on the table and seconded and Board members have completed their comments.  He requested that Board members move debate forward by making motions.

Open Session:

· Ann Bronsdon addressed the Board regarding the lack of water pressure in the bubblers at Town Hall – the Town Administrator will forward to the DPW Director.

· Hugh Guilderson addressed the Board and requested that public meetings regarding the downtown water study be well publicized.

· Rick Merrill addressed the Board regarding the status of construction at the pier and dredging.

· Janet Farrell addressed the Board and spoke in favor of rehiring Mr. Dugan for the Town Administrator position.

· Jim Wolff read a letter with an attached petition to the Board asking the Board to consider the application of Bill Dugan for the position of Town Administrator.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to accept the minutes of May 2, 2000.

The Town Administrator presented his report to the Board:

a) Whitman Property – the Town Administrator requested that the Board sign the purchase and sales agreement.

b) Harbor Dredging – the Town Administrator requested that the Board authorize Alice Boyd to apply for a federal grant for dredging noting that the $1,500 fee would be paid only if the grant is approved.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to authorize Alice Boyd to make whatever arrangements necessary to obtain this grant.

The Board held a public hearing on a dog complaint regarding the unrestrained and allegedly vicious dog owned by Margaret Andre.   Bill Andre, Margaret Andre and Dog Officer Lorial Russell were sworn in by Chairman Donovan.  Ms. Russell outlined the complaint and action taken to date and recommended that the dogs must be on a leash when not in their fenced in yard.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously that the recommendation of the Dog Officer be adopted and forwarded to the dog owners.
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The Town Administrator continued his report:

c) Revaluation – the Town Administrator requested that the Board include a transfer for $7,000 at the June special town meeting to fund revaluation services.

d) Evaluation Forms – the Town Administrator requested that the Board approve the form drafted by the DPW Director for use with Teamster employees by the end of the month.

e) Appointments – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to waive its 14 day veto period for the appointment of DPW seasonal employees David O. Paine, Matthew S. Cyr, Rachel A. McNamee, Jennifer L. McNamee, David L. Alexander and Beach Department employees Jeanne Maclauchlan and Barbara Murphy.

f) Skateboard Park – proposed donation of $6,000 skateboard park ramp with advertising signage was discussed.  It was requested that Town signage bylaws be reviewed.

Comments/Reports:

Selectman Grossman asked the status of the proposed new paramedic position and whether a town meeting vote is necessary to create such a position.  The Town Administrator noted that Town Counsel has been asked to clarify the town meeting vote.

The Board reviewed correspondence.

The Board discussed:

· Business Licenses – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Wellfleet Crafts; Eric’s Seafood Restaurant, Inc.; Wellfleet News Store; The Juice Gallery; The Dog Pound; Pickle & Puppy General Store; Hyannis Ice Cream Corp. (White Crest Beach); Hyannis Ice Cream Corp. (Newcomb Hollow Beach).

· Request for Approval to Appoint Call Firefighter – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointment of Joe Lema as a call firefighter.

· Requests to Use Town Property – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of the Wellfleet Firefighters’ Association to use Baker’s Field and softball area for a department cookout and softball game on May 20th from 11:00 to 16:00 and for the Friends of the Dump to use the area in front of the swap shop on Friday, May 26 from 1 p.m. to 3 p.m. and Saturday May 27 from 9 a.m. – 3 p.m. for the 8th annual Eric Douglis Ecology Scholarship Fund.

· Appointment of Registrar of Voters – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Bonnie Robicheau as Registrar of Voters.

· Emergency Medical Services Week Proclamation – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to designate the week of May 14-20, 2000 as Emergency Medical Services Week.

· Set Date for Fireworks Display – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to set July 2, 2000 as the date for the fireworks display.
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The Board held the following Shellfish Department public hearings consecutively.  Selectman Parlante disclosed that he has a shellfish grant, holds a commercial shellfish permit and owns waterfront property.  Selectman Putnam disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously at 8:10 p.m. to recess until 8:15 p.m.

Chairman Donovan called the meeting back to order at 8:19 p.m.

Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  Shellfish Constable Richard Dickey was in attendance and presented his recommendation on each application.  Rich Bartke suggested that Selectman Parlante request a written opinion from the State Ethics Commission regarding possible conflict of interest with his sitting on shellfish hearings.

1) Application of Richard Merrill for deep water shellfish grant license #794 located at Indian Neck and consisting of approximately three acres – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

2) Application of Philip R. Morton for shellfish grant license extension #95-8 located on Egg Island and consisting of approximately one acre – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

3) Application of Ron Buck for a one acre shellfish grant license located adjacent to Field Point grant license #85-5 with possible future expansion to the west – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

4) Application of Stephen Caminiti for a shellfish grant license located adjacent to Field Point grant license #85-5 with one acre for possible expansion – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 3-0-1, with Parlante abstaining, to take the recommendation of the Shellfish Constable to deny this application without prejudice and keep it on file.

5) Application of William Young, Jr. for shellfish grant license #793 or #794 located off Indian Neck and consisting of approximately three acres – a motion by Parlante, seconded by Grossman, to approve this application for shellfish grant license #793 was withdrawn.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve this application for shellfish grant license #793.

6) Application of Lisa Dexter for abandoned shellfish grant licenses #793 or #794 located off Indian Neck and consisting of approximately three acres – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to table this application.

7) Application of Curtis Graham for a one acre shellfish grant license located at Egg Island or Loagy Bay – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to accept the recommendation of the Shellfish Constable to deny this application without prejudice and place it on file.

8) Recommendation of the Shellfish Constable to amend Section 3.1.2 of the Shellfish Policies and Regulations re:  Non-Commercial Permit Fee Schedule (Resident or Taxpayer) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to amend Section 3.1.2 of the Shellfish Policies and Regulations – Non-Commercial permit fee schedule (Resident or Taxpayer) by changing the annual fee from $40.00 to $25.00.
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9) Recommendation of the Shellfish Constable to amend Section IV (Seed Picking) of the Temporary Shellfish Regulations by changing AREA 23 from “… northward from Field Point to the third groin at Burton Baker Beach” to read “Northward from Field Point to the Southward boundary of AREA 24, also known as Sewells Gutter.” – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Donovan, to approve this recommendation, the Board voted 2-2 with Putnam and Parlante voting against.  On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to continue this hearing to 7:30 p.m. on May 22nd.  It was requested that the Shellfish Constable provide maps of the area on the 22nd.

10) List of processed grant license applications – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously that the summary of applicants be made available.

Selectman Putnam noted that he will not vote in favor of any future shellfish grant applications until a Harbor Management/Resource plan is in place.

The Board continued discussion:

· Discuss Draft Special Town Meeting Warrant – discussion was continued to the May 15th meeting.

· Revaluation Bid – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to award the first phase of the revaluation contract to Paul Kapinos in the amount of $37,000.

· Board of Selectmen Procedures, Policies and Priorities – there was consensus to meet every Monday evening with a full agenda every other week.

· Discussion of Town Counsel Services – there was consensus to discuss this matter when Selectman Hall is present.

· Town Administrator Search:  Professional Consultant – there was consensus that the Clerk use his list to contact firms to obtain information.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:27 p.m.
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
