Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam and Michael Parlante.  Selectman Howard Grossman was absent.

Chairman Donovan announced the Saturday, June 17th dedication of the new recreational facilities at Baker’s Field and the Tuesday, June 13th question and answer session with the Board regarding special town meeting articles.

The Board discussed the licensing of Mac’s Seafood.  Chairman Donovan indicated that tonight’s discussion was scheduled as a follow up to comments made at a previous Board meeting and noted that the Board’s role, to the extent that the Board has a role in this issue, would be limited to business licensing, enforcement of laws and orders or the Board’s role as Water Commissioners.  Discussion included a background of the licensing of this business, an overview of ZBA decisions regarding the basic permitting of this operation including seating, use issue relative to zoning and allowable use of a property, history with the Board of Health and the status of the septic system.  It was noted that due to an appeal of the Conservation Commission’s approval to locate a new septic system on this property, the installation of a new septic system has been delayed and the Board of Health has allowed the business to continue to operate with a regularly pumped tight tank system as a temporary solution.  Chairman Donovan noted, and Mr. Hay agreed, that the seafood restaurant portion of this business is limited to a take-out restaurant only, with eighteen seats outside.

The Board discussed the Town Pier property lease with Wellfleet Marine Corp.  Selectman Parlante recused himself noting that he owns a right of way in relation to this issue and left the table.  Attorney Charles Sabatt was present to represent Wellfleet Marine Corp.  Discussion included the interpretation of the third paragraph of the lease and parking tickets issued relative to this paragraph.  Mr. Sabatt asked if the Board agreed with his interpretation of paragraph three:  that the intent of the provision is to require the lessee to keep the gate open and to allow access to the Hall property.  It was suggested that the lease be amended to the satisfaction of all parties.  There was consensus that Mr. Sabatt contact the Acting Town Administrator to initiate a discussion of this matter.  Selectman Parlante rejoined the Board.

The Board discussed:

a) Rain date for fireworks – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to set Friday, July 7th as the rain date for the fireworks.

b) Reappointments – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to reappoint Officers Michael Mazzone, Michael Hurley, Jon Taylor and James Campbell as regular, full-time police officers through June 30, 2001.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to reappoint Kenneth Roscoe as department Chaplain through June 30, 2001.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Shirley Cabral, Cindy Norris, Cheryl Mulligan, 
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Theresa Townsend, Donna Darajky and Lorial Russell as matrons through June 30, 2001.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint the following officers as Wellfleet special police officers through June 30, 2001:  Wellfleet – Donna Darakjy, Brian Cavanaugh, William Ezekiel, Derek Halkett; Eastham full-time officers - Chief Donald A. Watson, Lt. Richard R. Hedlund, Detective Thomas F. Hayes and Officers David J. Lofstrom, Jonathan S. Pierpont, Michael W. Kelly, John Szucs, William P. Quigly, Jr., Eric A. Stewart, Norman A. Sylvia, Jr., Mark T. Haley, Kenneth J. Roderick, Benjamin Novotny, Matthew R. Young, Brian Savin, Daniel Deschamps; Truro full-time officers – Chief John Thomas, Sgt. Bernard Tansey, Sgt. On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to reappoint Loral Russell as School Crossing Guard and Constable through June 30, 2001.

c) Report from the Assembly of Delegates – Selectman Putnam noted that $250,000 of the County surplus generated by the Registry of Deeds will be dispersed directly to the Towns and $500,000 via a competitive grant process.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 8:47 p.m.
