Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.

Beach Administrator Suzanne Thomas addressed the Board and introduced Cape Cod National Seashore Head Ranger Kevin Fitzgerald.  Mr. Fitzgerald presented the Department of the Interior Exemplary Act Award to Wellfleet lifeguard Dave Pike and Wellfleet Fire Department and Cape Cod National Seashore lifeguard Paul Finn who worked together to perform a rescue at Maguire Landing last year.

Open Session:

· Ann Bronsdon addressed the Board noting that she was pleased with the new Town Hall front doors and that the Town Hall bubblers were still broken.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of June 5, 2000 as presented.

On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of June 7, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Grossman abstaining (he had not attended the meeting) to approve the minutes of June 12, 2000 as presented.

On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Grossman abstaining (he had not attended the meeting) to approve the minutes of June 13, 2000 as printed.

The Board discussed:

a) Approval of Appointment of Call Firefighter – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointment of Orion Macdonald as call Firefighter/EMT contingent upon passage of an entrance physical and the required abilities test.

b) Recreation Department Seasonal Appointments – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointment of the following:  Baker’s Field Director - Emily Frawley; Baker’s Field Assistant - Myles Kane, Karen Murphy, Adrianna Picariello, Benjamin Porteus; Gull Pond Swimming Director - Ethan Estey; Gull Pond Instructor – Linette Letendre; Gull Pond Instructor - Liam Kane, Lauren Dalby, Ariel Hoch.

c) Request to Amend Frank Property Purchase Agreement – Alan Platt, Open Space Committee Chair, was in attendance and noted that the Frank subdivision is still in land court and the closing cannot take place until this matter is finalized.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Chair to sign an extension of the Frank purchase agreement until July 31, 2000.

d) Business Licenses – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Outer Cup Coffeehouse and Seaberry Surf Gift Shop.
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e) Special Town Meeting Article 12 (Pratt land swap) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to use the wording from “…to authorize the Board of 

Selectmen to transfer any interest that the Town has in Cross Street to Edward M. Pratt and Jean L. Pratt…” to “…to authorize the Board of Selectmen to negotiate the transfer of any interest that the Town may have in Cross Street with Edward M. Pratt and Jean L. Pratt…”. 

f) Request to Issue Resident Beach Stickers for Non-Resident Employees – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-1, with Donovan voting against, to grant to all non-resident employees the right to buy one resident beach sticker for the year 2000.

The Board held the following Shellfish Department public hearings consecutively.  Selectman Parlante disclosed that he has a shellfish grant license, a commercial shellfish permit and owns waterfront property.  Selectman Putnam disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit.  Selectman Hall disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  Acting Assistant Shellfish Constable Bruce Norton was in attendance and presented the recommendations of the Acting Shellfish Constable.

1) Application of David Pike for shellfish grant license #89-3 located at Lt. Island and consisting of one acre – application withdrawn.

2) Application of Lisa Dexter for deepwater shellfish grant license #207 – it was noted that the Acting Shellfish Constable recommends approval.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve this shellfish grant license application with the grant license number to be determined later.

3) Application of Richard Bartke for a three acre deep water shellfish grant license north of shellfish grant license #207 – application withdrawn.

4) Application of Steven Caminiti for a one acre shellfish grant license at Field Point next to shellfish grant license #85-5 and new shellfish grant license recently issue to Ron Buck – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve this shellfish grant license application with the grant license number to be determined later.

The Board met with Nate Weeks of Stearns & Wheeler who presented the Draft Report on the Duck Creek and Shirttail Point Stormwater Mitigation Assessment.  Discussion included the Town’s receipt of a CZM grant to look into mitigation of stormwater runoff at Duck Creek and Shirttail Point; review and identification of the major discharge points, collecting areas and existing facilities; acute areas of flooding (Commercial Street and base of Bank Street); sampling at discharge points, and recommendations including intercept of water before it reaches Commercial Street, stormwater filter at parking area at old fire station and Masonic Lodge and installation of a perimeter leaching trench at the Marina.  It was noted that funding is available from CZM for improvements.  DPW Director Bell recommended that the Town take a slow approach to this matter and try trapping the water up hill with catch basins before any treatment systems are pursued.  Mr. Weeks noted that he welcomes comments from the Board and that the final report must be submitted to CZM by the end of this month.

A public hearing to consider amending the Wellfleet Harbor Area Municipal Water System Rules and Regulations was held.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn the Board of Selectmen meeting and reconvene as the Board of Water Commissioners.  Selectman Parlante recused himself and left the table noting that he is hooked up to the water line being discussed.  Water Commissioner Chairman Peter Hall called the meeting to order.  Attorneys Sarah Turano-Flores and Ben Zehnder were in attendance to represent Robert Ferris and reiterated Mr. Ferris’ request for hook-up to the Wellfleet Harbor 
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Area Municipal Water System on the condition that DEP determine that measured usage of the system would not increase.  Commissioner Donovan read the June 16, 2000 letter from Town Counsel  regarding  the  Amendment  to  Policy on the Wellfleet  Harbor  Area Municipal  Water 

System.  As there was agreement that the next scheduled public hearing was relative to this hearing, Commissioner Putnam read the public notice for the continuation of the public hearing on the application of Robert C. Ferris for water service from the Wellfleet Harbor Area Municipal Water System noting the integral nature of both hearings.  Discussion included allowable capacity of the system (10,000 gallons per day with usage of the businesses on the Ferris property at 720 gallons per day), water leakage within the system, possible use of commercial filtration system on the Ferris property, proposed conservation efforts and public awareness program to make up the 720 gallons per day to be diverted to the Ferris property. DPW Director Bell commented on the poor condition of this water system at this time.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously 4-0 that in view of Town Counsel’s opinion and the DPW Director’s comments, the Board not amend the current regulations for the Wellfleet Harbor Municipal Water System.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously 4-0 to continue the public hearing on the application of Robert C. Ferris for water service from the Wellfleet Harbor Area Municipal Water System indefinitely.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously 4-0 to adjourn the meeting of the Water Commissioners and to reconvene the meeting of the Board of Selectmen.  Selectman Parlante rejoined the Board.

Chairman Donovan called the Selectmen’s meeting back to order and recessed the meeting from 9:07 p.m. to 9:15 p.m.

The Board reviewed correspondence.

There was consensus to meet on Wednesday, June 28th at 4:00 p.m.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:30 p.m.
