Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Acting Town Administrator Thomas Groux and Town Counsel Elizabeth Lane also attended.

The Board discussed:

a) Request to Use Town Property:  Schenk Productions – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of Schenk Productions to use Ocean View Drive from Cahoon Hollow to Maguire Landing and Lieutenant’s Island Road on Wednesday, June 28th from 3 p.m. to 6 p.m. for two driving shots with camera truck and “picture car” for a fee of $250.00 per day on the condition that the applicant arrange for a police detail as required by the Police Department and for any necessary clean-up.

b) Appointment of Beach Department seasonal employees – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointment of Shannon Harrington and Ryan Harvey as Beach Guards for the summer of 2000.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointment of Jill Thomas and Scott Ryberg as Lifeguards for the summer of 2000.

c) Acting Town Administrator Contract and Contract for Recruitment of New Town Administrator – the Acting Town Administrator requested that the proposed contracts be forwarded to Town Counsel for review as to form.

d) Special Town Meeting motions – there was consensus that motions be made as follows:  Article 1 (transfers) – Putnam; Article 2 ($12.8 million for water system) – Board of Health; Article 3 (collection of water rates and betterments) – Hall; Article 4 (special legislation) – Parlante; Article 5 (amend General Bylaw regarding betterments) – Grossman; Article 6 (deferral of betterment for elderly, low income) – Donovan; Article 7 (deferral of water use charges for elderly, low income) – Parlante; Article 8 (amend General Bylaw regarding mandatory water connections) – Hall; Article 9 ($75,000 for water consulting services) – Donovan; Article 10 (U.S.G.S.) – Grossman; Article 11 (Housing Authority operating budget) – Putnam; Article 12 (Pratt land swap) – Parlante or Pratts; Article 13 (Zoning Bylaw: living nudity) – Planning Board; Article 14 (increase Town share of employee insurance) – petitioners; Article 15 (standard last article) – Grossman.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 6:17 p.m. on a roll call vote (Hall, Grossman, Donovan, Putnam, Parlante – yea) to enter executive session to discuss the purchase, exchange, lease or value of real property since such discussion may have a detrimental effect on the negotiating position of the Town and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 6:25 p.m.
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Per the request of the Town Clerk/Treasurer, the Board signed State House Notes for the Coastal Pollutant Remediation Grant in the amount of $43,000, in anticipation of reimbursement.
