Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 4:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.

The Board discussed:

a) Beach Department Seasonal Appointment – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointment of Shea Murphy as a Beach Guard for the summer of 2000 pending approval of the Acting Town Administrator.

b) Review of Special Town Meeting/Election Results – Chairman Donovan reviewed the election override votes.  Discussion included possible next steps for addressing the water problem including the role of the consultant and working with DEP and the public as soon as possible.  It was suggested that the Acting Town Administrator be asked to review this matter and give his thoughts. Other suggestions included DPW review of its policy on the use of fertilizers; requesting that the Acting Town Administrator pursue additional CZM funding in relation to the Stearns and Wheeler “Duck Creek and Shirttail Point Stormwater Mitigation Assessment”; lobbying for federal legislation for infrastructure funds for Towns impacted by the National Seashore; looking into leakage in the Harbor Area Municipal Water System, and contacting  Jeff Zinn of  W.H.A.T. Theater to find out what contact he has had with DEP.
