Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Acting Town Administrator Tom Groux also attended.

The Board held a continuation of the public hearing on the recommendations of the Acting Shellfish Constable and the Shellfish Advisory Committee to amend the Shellfish Policies and Regulations and all sections of the Temporary Regulations.  Shellfish Advisory Committee Chair Chris Merl was in attendance and requested an extension of this hearing noting that further discussion regarding the regulations will take place at the next Shellfish Advisory Committee meeting on August 9th at 7:00 p.m.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to continue this hearing to the Board’s meeting on August 14th at 7:30 p.m.

Audience Comments:

· Rich Bartke addressed the Board suggesting that additional help is needed in the Shellfish Department and noting the lack of enforcement of the shellfish regulations.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to meet with Acting Shellfish Constable Jim McGrath as soon as possible to discuss enforcement matters and other issues.

The Board discussed:

a) Sign Acceptance of Deed for Margaret Frank Property – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to sign the deed for the Margaret Frank property as specified by the Land Bank purchase.

b) Sign Application:  Coastal Pollutant Remediation Program, FY’01 – it was noted that the Town will be responsible for in-kind services.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to accept this grant and to sign the necessary documents needed to move it forward.

c) Request to Use Town Property:  Friends of the Wellfleet Libraries Book Sale (Town Hall Lawn) (second rain date) – Mort Inger noted that this request was being withdrawn and that the Friends had held a successful book sale yesterday.

d) Committee Appointments:

· Board of Assessors – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Nancy Vail to the Board of Assessors.

· Conservation Commission – Selectman Putnam requested more time to consider this appointment.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to delay another week before making this appointment.

· Board of Health – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Jerry Houk to the Board of Health.

· Personnel Board – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Susan Peters to the Personnel Board.

The Board discussed a proposal for creation of a Harbor Resource Management Plan.  Selectman Putnam noted the importance of the harbor to the Town and outlined his proposal to develop a plan to sustain and regenerate the health of the harbor and to hire a consultant to provide a plan for the long-term resource management of Wellfleet Harbor.  Discussion included the responsibilities of the NRAB including creation of a Harbor Management Plan, the need for a cooperative effort with CZM, the Audubon and National Seashore, and the role of the proposed 
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consultant.  It was agreed that the next step would be for the NRAB to meet to discuss this matter and to subsequently meet with the Board of Selectmen.

The Board interviewed Janis Plaue for appointment to the Open Space/Land Bank Committee.

The Board interviewed Jeanne May, Lou Roy, William McFeely, Jan La Tanzi, Dian Reynolds and Brailsford Nixon, as a group, for appointment to the Cultural Council.  On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Jeanne May, Lou Roy, William McFeely, Jan La Tanzi, Dian Reynolds and Brailsford Nixon to the Cultural Council.

The Board continued discussion:

e) Police Chief’s request to acquire a surplus military vehicle – the Chief noted that the vehicle will be used for multiple purposes including transportation of animals by the Animal Control Officer.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously that the Police Chief be authorized to inspect this vehicle and if it is found satisfactory, to accept it.

f) Memo from the Recreation Director re:  Donation by Pepsi to the Skateboard Park – the Acting Town Administrator suggested that the clause allowing Pepsi exclusivity to the area for five years be removed.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-1, with Putnam voting against, to support this memo and arrangement with Pepsi with the exception of the exclusivity clause.

g) Additional Full Time Employee, Fire Department – the Fire Chief’s recommendation that the employment status of Call Firefighter/Paramedic Paul Finn be changed to Firefighter/Paramedic with pay starting at the probationary firefighter rate of $30,000 per year effective July 27, 2000 and the Acting Town Administrator’s memo supporting the Chief’s recommendation were discussed.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to accept the Acting Town Administrator’s recommendation to approve this appointment, with the proviso that this appointment in no way obligates the Town to make this a permanent position in next year’s budget.

h) Clarification of the Board of Selectmen’s Hiring Policy – Police Chief Rosenthal requested permission not to place a newspaper ad for a position which he intends to fill by promotion.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to encourage the Chief to go forward with the promotion from within without advertising, with the understanding that the vacancy caused by the promotion will be advertised.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 8:45 p.m.
