Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Acting Town Administrator Tom Groux also attended.

Open Session:

· Paul Conor addressed the Board noting that Alice Boyd had indicated that grant funds in the amount of $20,000 are available for a consultant to assist with a Harbor Resource Management Plan.

· Jerry Houk thanked Board members for their support in appointing him to the Board of Health.  Mr. Houk questioned the residency status of the newly appointed full-time paramedic in the Fire Department.  The Acting Town Administrator indicated that he would be happy to discuss this personnel matter with Mr. Houk at his convenience.

· Lezli Rowell indicated that the newly appointed full-time paramedic noted by Mr. Houk lives in Town year-round.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of July 18, 2000 as presented.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of July 24, 2000 as presented.

The Board reviewed correspondence and discussed:

a) Cape Cod Commission letter re:  “Housing Certification” to qualify for 10% Self Help grants – Chairman Donovan noted that the Town will be under the regional umbrella to qualify for funds.

b) Board/Committee meeting times – a motion by Putnam that the Board send a letter to all Boards and Committees suggesting that meetings be held in the evening so that all citizens of the Town have an opportunity to participate as either a Board/Committee member or as a member of the audience was tabled until later in the meeting.

c) Letter from the Department of the Interior requesting Board approval of agreement reached between the Conservation Commission and CCNS re:  use of Duck Harbor for vehicle access – to be discussed under New Business. 

Chairman Donovan announced that last Thursday the Forum held a non-resident taxpayer meeting, and introduced May Ruth Siedel as the coordinator of a non-resident taxpayer group being formed in Wellfleet.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Grossman abstaining, to express support for the creation of a Non-Resident Taxpayer Association in the Town of Wellfleet.
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The Board held the following Shellfish Department public hearings consecutively.  Board Clerk Putnam read the public notice.  Acting Shellfish Constable Jim McGrath also attended and presented his recommendation on each application.  Selectman Parlante disclosed that he holds a shellfish grant license, a commercial shellfish permit, owns waterfront property and that he will recuse himself for the upcoming hearing on Todd E. Mindrebo’s application because Mr. Mindrebo is his brother-in-law.  Selectman Putnam disclosed that he holds a senior commercial shellfish permit.  Selectman Hall disclosed that he holds a senior commercial shellfish permit.

1) Application of Wentzle Ruml IV and Edward Simon for transfer of Egg Island shellfish grant licenses #95-13, #95-14 and #00-04 from Wentzle Ruml IV and Edward Simon to Wentzle Ruml IV and Kelly Ruml – the Acting Shellfish Constable recommended approval. On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

2) Application of David Samuel Pike for Lt. Island shellfish grant license #89-5 – the Acting Shellfish Constable recommended approval.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

3) Application of Todd E. Mindrebo for a two acre grant license extension south of Indian Neck grant license #85-DA -  Selectman Parlante recused himself and left the table.  The Acting Shellfish Constable recommended approval.  Putnam moved and Hall seconded a motion that this application be approved.  Dick Kraus of Aquaculture Research Corporation addressed the Board, noting that he holds a grant license west of Mr. Mindrebo’s, and requested an easement over Mr. Mindrebo’s grant for access to his grant.  The Acting Shellfish Constable noted that this is a reasonable request.  Mr. Mindrebo indicated that he would agree for access by Mr. Kraus only.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously 4-0 to amend the original motion by adding “conditioned upon the granting of an exclusive easement for grant license #792.”  The Board voted unanimously 4-0 on the original motion as amended.  Selectman Parlante rejoined the Board.

4) Application of James Falcone for Lt. Island shellfish grant license #89-6 – the Acting Shellfish Constable recommended approval.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

5) Application of Richard Bartke for a three acre deepwater shellfish grant license outside of shellfish grant license #811 and shellfish grant license #792 – Selectman Hall questioned the request for a 3 acre grant in light of the past practice of issuance of one acre for an initial grant.  The Acting Shellfish Constable recommended approval of a three acre grant noting that this grant area would be accessible only by boat.  Hall moved and Grossman seconded a motion to approve this application for a three acre deep water shellfish grant.  Selectman Putnam noted his beliefs that a Harbor Resource Management Plan should be in place before any new grants are issued and that sitting members of an advisory board should not come before this Board and ask for a license.  On the motion to approve a three acre grant the Board voted 4-0-1 with Putnam abstaining.

Alan Platt, Open Space/Land Bank Committee Chair, addressed the Board to request an extension of the closing date for the Frank property to August 31, 2000 because the subdivision plan is still in Land Court.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the extension of the closing on the Frank property to August 31, 2000.
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Beach Administrator Suzanne Thomas addressed the Board and announced that the Wellfleet lifeguards had taken first place in the A division of the Cape Cod Lifeguard Competition held today.

The Board met with Don Lewis, Chair and Lisa Benson Vice-Chair, of the Personnel Board.  Mr. Lewis read the July 28, 2000 memo to the Board and Acting Town Administrator informing them of plans to conduct a comprehensive review of Town personnel management policies, procedures and practices and asked for support from the Acting Town Administrator and Board of Selectmen to compile a manual for the Town.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to support the activities of the Personnel Board in arriving at a formal personnel plan for the Town including policies, procedures and practices.

The Board met with Paul Conor and Lezli Rowell of the Natural Resources Advisory Board.  Ms. Rowell read the NRAB’s Statement of Intent proposing hiring a consultant and outlining the duties of this consultant relative to the revision and rewriting of the Harbor Management Plan.  It was noted that Alice Boyd had been contacted and had advised that Small Cities Grant funds would be available for a consultant for such a project after the necessary bid process is completed.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to approve this submission as a request to Alice Boyd through the Acting Town Administrator.  It was noted that the first NRAB meeting on this matter is scheduled for August 16th at 7:00 p.m. at the Elementary School.

The Board continued discussion on the earlier motion to send a letter to all boards and committees regarding meeting times.  The previous motion was read and the Board voted 3-2, with Grossman and Hall voting against to send the letter.

The Board discussed:

a) Discussion – Enforcement of Charter, Bylaws and Policies – on a motion duly made and seconded the Board voted unanimously to table this matter to the next Board meeting.

b) Letter from the Cape Cod National Seashore requesting access to Great Island via the Duck Harbor Beach Town Landing – Putnam moved and Hall seconded a motion to approve the agreement for use of Duck Harbor as reached between the Conservation Commission and National Seashore.  Barbara Echeverria noted concern with using this sensitive area for access by Seashore personnel.  Selectman Parlante requested that the Board hold off on any action on this matter for at least one week.  Selectman Putnam withdrew the motion.

c) Recommendation for 111-F Status (Fire Department) – a motion by Donovan, seconded by Grossman, to approve this recommendation was withdrawn after it was suggested that such approval should be an administrative act.

d) Board/Committee Appointments – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint James Chudomel to the Nauset Regional School Committee until the next Town election to fill the unexpired term of Roger Putnam.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted 4-1, with Donovan voting against, to reappoint Dorothy Dolan to the Conservation Commission.
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On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously at 9:10 p.m. on a roll call vote (Grossman, Putnam, Donovan, Hall, Parlante – yea) to enter executive session to discuss litigation and to reconvene in open session.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 9:57 p.m.

The Board continued discussion:

e) Business Licenses – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business license of Gallery 5.

f) STM Article 9 Water Study – the Acting Town Administrator distributed proposals received to date for review by Board members.

g) Parking in front of the emergency entrance gate at Baker’s Field – Selectman Parlante requested that a no parking sign be put in front of the gate.  There was consensus to approve this request and to forward it to the Acting Town Administrator.

An audience member noted a letter listed under correspondence from Michael Ford to the Planning Board regarding the Chavchavadze/Kurti development and asked the status of this matter.  Chairman Donovan noted that the Board would be meeting with Michael Ford on this matter.

Steve Curley addressed the Board regarding the memo from the Acting Town Administrator to Attorney Veara acknowledging receipt of a letter regarding trespass on Hiawatha Road.  Mr. Curley noted that a trespass should be addressed through enforcement of the General Bylaws.  The Acting Town Administrator will look into this matter.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 10:15 p.m.
