Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Acting Town Administrator Tom Groux also attended.

The firm of Woodard and Curran made a presentation to the Board regarding the Town’s water study project authorized at the June special town meeting under Article 9.  Paul Weisman, Ali Parand and Pio Lombardo represented the firm.

The firm of Environmental Partners Group, Inc. also made a presentation to the Board regarding the water study project.  Paul Gabriel and Mark White represented the firm.

The Acting Town Administrator announced the resignations of Health/Conservation Agent John Chatham and DPW Director Jamie Bell noting that he will begin recruiting for these positions soon.

Chairman Donovan announced that Governor Cellucci has signed the bill for funding state-wide dredging projects.

Open Session:

· Dave Lyons addressed the Board regarding Hiawatha Road asking what the Town is going to do to ensure access to the Town landing.  The Acting Town Administrator will follow-up with this matter.  Clarence Smith noted that the Coastal & Pond Access Committee will also be making a recommendation.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of July 31, 2000 as presented.

On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Grossman abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of August 7, 2000 as printed.  The Board’s request to meet with Seashore personnel to discuss access to Great Island from Duck Harbor was discussed.  On a motion duly made and seconded the Board voted unanimously that the Coastal & Pond Access Committee be asked to present their thoughts to the Board regarding access to Great island via Duck Harbor.

The Board discussed:

a) State Primary Election Warrant (September 19th election) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the warrant as presented.

b) U.S.G.S. Outer Cape Groundwater Modeling Program Agreement – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Chair to sign the Agreement.

c) Grant Application for dredging funds – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Chair to sign the application.  Chairman Donovan noted that this application does not obligate the Town and that the grant writing services were offered at no cost unless the grant is approved.
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d) Scheduling meetings with Boards/Committees/Commissions – the Administrative Assistant was asked to develop a schedule for meeting with the various boards, committees and commissions.  There was consensus to meet with the Personnel Board at next Monday’s meeting.

Jon Nordahl addressed the Board regarding the load limit on the L-shaped pier noting that he intends to unload his catch via a tractor trailer.  The Acting Town Administrator will work with the Harbormaster to get an answer for Mr. Nordahl.

The Board held a continuation of the public hearing on the recommendations of the Acting Shellfish Constable and the Shellfish Advisory Committee to amend the Shellfish Policies and Regulations and all sections of the Temporary Regulations.  Shellfish Advisory Committee Chair Chris Merl was in attendance.  Chairman Donovan suggested that the Board determine a process for voting on the proposed changes and documents.  Jim McGrath, Acting Shellfish Constable, recommended that the Board vote on the proposed documents in their entirety.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Donovan, to accept the Shellfish Policies and Regulations and the Temporary Regulations as presented by the Acting Shellfish Constable and Shellfish Advisory Committee the Board voted 2-3, with Putnam, Hall and Parlante voting against.  The Acting Shellfish Constable suggested that a section by section overview of the proposed documents should wait until a new Shellfish Constable is on board.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted 3-2, with Grossman and Donovan voting against, to table this matter until a new constable is in place.  Selectman Grossman commended the Shellfish Advisory Committee and Acting Shellfish Constable for their work on creating the proposed documents.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to close this hearing.

The Board reviewed correspondence.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously at 8:25 p.m. on a roll call vote (Grossman, Putnam, Donovan, Hall, Parlante – yea) to enter executive session to discuss litigation and not to reconvene in open session.
