Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 3:06 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.

The Board met with representatives of Woodard and Curran to discuss how the firm will approach the tasks outlined in special town meeting Article 9.  Doug Reed, Ali Perand, Cary Parsons and Pio Lombardo attended to represent the firm.

The Board met with representatives of Environmental Partners Group to discuss their approach to the tasks outlined in special town meeting Article 9.  Paul Gabriel, Jason Federico and Andy Miller attended to represent the firm.

Lezli Rowell read a statement to the Board in support of Environmental Partners Group noting that environmental factors must be considered in any solution.

The meeting was recessed from 5:21 p.m. to 5:32 p.m.

The Board discussed the proposals of the two firms.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Donovan, to appoint Environmental Partners to do the initial study in the amount of $75,000, the Board voted 2-3, with Putnam, Hall and Parlante voting against.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Woodard and Curran as the party to carry out the purposes and intents of Article 9 of the June special town meeting.  There was consensus of the Board to schedule a meeting with Woodard and Curran for 4:00 p.m. on Monday, August 28, at a location to be determined, to discuss strategy for the August 29 meeting with DEP.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 6:05 p.m.
