Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Acting Town Administrator Tom Groux also attended.

The Acting Town Administrator updated the Board on the status of the Town Administrator search.  Mr. Groux indicated that he hopes to identify candidates to invite for an interview by the third or fourth week in September.

Open Session:

· Robert Oberding addressed the Board regarding public access to the Town landing area at Hiawatha Road.  The Acting Town Administrator suggested that a meeting be scheduled at Town Hall in mid-September for the residents impacted by this issue and noted that although there has been no current involvement by Town Counsel, he recommends that Counsel be asked to further review deeds and correspondence.  Clarence Smith of the Coastal and Ponds Access Committee indicated that the Committee expects to reach an amicable conclusion to this matter at its next meeting on September 5th.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of August 14, 2000 as presented.

On a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Parlante abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of August 17, 2000 as presented.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of August 21, 2000 as presented.

On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of August 24, 2000 as printed.

Comments/Reports:

· Selectman Parlante noted his receipt of a letter from the Historical Society requesting permission to place a plaque on Town property at the end of Keller’s Corner – there was consensus to schedule this matter for review by the Park Commissioners at the next Board meeting on September 5th.

· Selectman Hall suggested that placement of extra benches in front of Town Hall also be discussed at the September 5th meeting.

· Selectman Hall noted that he will be suggesting a special town meeting warrant article to authorize the Town’s purchase of Town streetlights.
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The Board discussed:

a) Appoint Representative and Alternate Representative to U.S.G.S. Outer Cape Groundwater Modeling Project Task Force – postponed to next meeting.

b) Appointment of Election Officers – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint the slate of Election Officers as submitted by the Wellfleet Democratic Party. (Zel Levin, Anne Ehrenberg, William Magenau, Claire Carroll, Donna DeVasto, Nancy Durkee, Anne C. Fox, Susan S. Gauthier, Mary Houk, Patricia D. Nugent, Janet P. Rice, Barbara Souther, Barbara Stevens, Terri Frazier, Katherine Stillman, Sheila Paine, Stephen Russell, Paul Weber)

c) Requests to Use Town Property:

1) Grace Chapel Assembly of God – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve Grace Chapel’s request to use Baker’s Field picnic area, restrooms, ball field and volleyball area on September 16, 2000 from 1 p.m. to 5 p.m. (rain date September 23, 2000 from 1 p.m. to 5 p.m.) for a Church picnic.

2) Wellfleet Skateboard Group/Recreation Department – Recreation Director Becky Rosenberg requested to amend the application to change the date from September 2 to September 9 and to change the time from 4 p.m. to 8 p.m. to 10 a.m. to 6 p.m.  Parlante moved and Donovan seconded a motion to approve the request of the Wellfleet Skateboard Group/Recreation Department to use the skateboard park on Saturday, September 9 (rain date Sunday, September 10) from 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. for a skateboard competition with a $5.00 entry fee.  After discussion, the Acting Town Administrator was asked to check the Town’s liability policy to ensure coverage for this event.  Selectman Grossman suggested that the motion be amended to include “with the proviso that insurance coverage is in place for such an event.”  The amendment was approved by the mover and seconder.  The Board voted unanimously, 5-0, in favor of the motion as amended.

The Board met with Alan Platt of the Open Space/Land Bank Committee who discussed:

· Extension of closing date for Frank property – Mr. Platt noted that the subdivision is still in Land Court.  On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the extension of the closing date on the Frank property to the end of September.

· Conservation restriction on Frank property – Mr. Platt noted that, in accordance with the Land Bank Act, conservation restrictions must be assigned to an independent agency.  Selectman Parlante suggested that language regarding preserving wildlife be incorporated into the conservation restriction.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the conservation restriction for the Frank property contingent upon the conservation restriction being reworded properly to include language to protect wildlife.

· Conservation restrictions for Geiger and Oliver properties – Mr. Platt indicated that the town meeting motions for the Geiger and Oliver properties did not include conservation restriction authorizations and that although Joel Lerner had cautioned him noting constitutional issue concerns, the Department of Revenue had advised him that further town meeting action is not necessary.  Mr. Platt noted that he will ask the Department of Revenue to clarify their position and does not plan to ask for an article at the upcoming fall special town meeting.
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· Geiger property – Mr. Platt indicated that he would be giving a tour of the Geiger property to Representative Gomes and Senator Rauschenbach on September 5th from 9:30 a.m. to 10:30 a.m. and requested that a representative of the Board also attend.

The Board interviewed Francis Corbin for appointment to the Council on Aging Board.  The appointment was taken under advisement.

It was noted that the Board’s next interviewee, Robert Pearson, had indicated that he could not attend tonight’s meeting until 8:00 p.m. On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously at 7:55 p.m. to recess until 8:00 p.m.

The meeting was reconvened at 8:02 p.m. and the Board reviewed correspondence.

Noting that Mr. Pearson was not present, Putnam moved and Parlante seconded a motion to go into executive session to discuss union contract negotiations and to reconvene in open session.  The  Board voted unanimously at 8:17 p.m. on a roll call vote (Parlante, Hall, Donovan, Putnam, Grossman – yea) to approve the motion.

The meeting reconvened in open session at 9:21 p.m.  Noting that Mr. Pearson was still not present, and on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:22 p.m.
