Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam and Michael Parlante.  Selectman Howard Grossman was absent.  Acting Town Administrator Tom Groux also attended.

Open Session:

· Lezli Rowell addressed the Board and announced that the NRAB meeting scheduled for Wednesday, August 16th at 7:00 p.m. will be held in the Elementary School gymnasium and not the cafeteria.

· Chris Merl addressed the Board and requested that the Board hold open interviews when interviewing candidates for the position of Shellfish Constable.

· Rich Bartke suggested that the Board not rush the Shellfish Constable selection process.

· Richard Blakeley suggested that the Board look at the high turnover rate in the Shellfish Constable position.

The Board discussed:

a) Enforcement of Charter, Bylaws and Policies – availability of Town documents was discussed.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to recommend to the Library that all Town regulations, bylaws and policies be arranged in such a fashion as to be readily available.  A motion by Putnam that all pertinent regulations of the Town be available at no charge in those departments at Town Hall which are responsible for their enforcement.  After further discussion the motion was withdrawn by the mover.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously that Selectman Putnam be designated to meet with the relevant people and come back to the Board with a recommendation on this matter.  The meeting continued with a general discussion on the matter of enforcement.

b) Letter from Cape Cod National Seashore requesting access to Great Island via the Duck Harbor Beach Town landing – Selectman Hall indicated that he had reviewed the documents regarding Duck Harbor provided by Barbara Echeverria and suggested that more information from the Seashore is needed.  On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to request that Seashore personnel meet with the Board to discuss access to Great Island from Duck Harbor or any other point.

c) Eastham Regional Small Cities Grant – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Chair to sign the signature page relative to this grant application.

d) STM Article 9 Water Study consultants – there was consensus to schedule presentations on August 14th and August 17th.  The Acting Town Administrator agreed to pursue a brief, broad application, to be updated later, for SRF wastewater funding before August 15th.

e) Recommendation for hiring of lifeguards – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to accept the recommendation to hire Benjamin Ribnick and Timothy Moriarty as lifeguards.
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f) Recommendation for hiring of DPW Driver/Laborer – the Acting Town Administrator recommended that David Paine be hired for the full-time permanent position of DPW Driver/Laborer. 

Selectman Putnam announced that Americorps applications must be in by August 22nd.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 8:43 p.m.
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
