September 11, 2000

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.

Chairman Donovan announced that the Ocean Sweep program is scheduled for September 16th and volunteers should meet at the Senior Center at 8:00 a.m. if they wish to participate.

Open Session:

· Ann Bronsdon addressed the Board regarding the resignation of the DPW Director.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of August 28, 2000 as presented.

On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of August 29, 2000 as printed.

On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of September 5, 2000 as written.

The Board reviewed correspondence.  The DEP notice of rejection of a grant request for controlling non-point source pollution, the memo from the Personnel Board offering to set up an ad hoc investigation team and the letter from Tom Groux declining to be reappointed for a second term as Acting Town Administrator were discussed in detail.

The Board discussed the October 23rd special town meeting and there was consensus to limit the scope of the meeting to necessary issues.  The Board discussed the following special town meeting matters:

1) Article 1 (transfer requests):

a) $7,000 from Assessors salaries and wages to Assessors contract services revaluation - on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to include this transfer in Article 1.

b) $6,455 from free cash to DPW Facilities operating expenses to fund architectural services for a preliminary construction budget estimate of Library roof repairs – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to include this transfer in Article 1. 

2) Article request (Proposition 2 ½ override for funds for Library roof repair) – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM warrant.

3) Article request (purchase of streetlights) – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously that Selectman Hall check with Maggie Downey of Barnstable County to see if it is necessary to go forward with this article at this time.
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4) Article request (land next to DPW facility) – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM warrant.

5) Meeting with Finance Committee – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to meet with the Finance Committee on September 21st at 7:30 p.m.

6) Article request (wage adjustments) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM warrant.

7) Article request (Housing Authority:  land swap on Old Wharf Road) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to indefinitely postpone action on this request.

8) Article request (Building and Needs Assessment Committee:  purchase of Gutsy Bender property) – discussion included whether the Board wished to enter into negotiations with the owner of the property before seeking funding from town meeting.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously not to place this article on the warrant at this time.

9) Article request (Planning Board:  part-time planner position) – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted 4-1, with Hall voting against, not to place this article on the STM warrant.

10) Article request (Planning Board:  Shoreline Vista Preservation Bylaw) – the September 11, 2000 memo from the Building Inspector regarding the workability and enforceability of the proposed bylaw was discussed.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously not to place this article on the STM warrant.

The Board discussed:

a) Processing purchase orders during period of vacancy in Town Administrator position – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously that all purchase orders over $5,000 must be approved by both the Administrative Assistant and Chairman of the Board of Selectmen.

b) Executive Office of Elder Affairs Grants – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Chairman to sign these grant applications on behalf of the Town.

c) Business Licenses – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the application for an entertainment license for Gutsy Benders, Inc. for a one day event with music in a tent on September 16, 2000.

d) Review Interim Agreement with Woodard and Curran – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to add the following language:  “… as outlined in Article 9 of the June 24, 2000 Special Town Meeting.” after the word “Study” in the first line of the proposed document.

e) Appointments:

1) Building Department – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Victor Staley and Scott Van Ryswood as Alternate Inspectors of Buildings.

2) Fire Chief – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to reappoint Fire Chief Alan Hight for an indefinite term.
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On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously at 8:26 p.m. on a roll call vote (Parlante, Hall, Donovan, Putnam, Grossman – yea) to enter executive session to hold an initial screening of candidates for employment since an open meeting would have a detrimental effect in obtaining qualified candidates and to discuss strategy with respect to collective bargaining and negotiations with non-union personnel and not to reconvene in open session.
