September 18, 2000

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Selectman Peter Hall was absent.

The Board met with Tom Bernardo, representing Barnstable County, for a review of proposed County Charter changes and an update on County services.  Mr. Bernardo noted the upcoming November 7th referendum on county government at which time voters will have the opportunity to approve a new regional government.  He presented an overview of the Charter review process and outlined proposed changes (i.e. county government will be replaced by a regional government, abolishment of the Advisory Board on County Expenditures, changes in the election of the speaker and deputy speaker of the Assembly of Delegates) and matters that will not change (i.e. revenue stream, taxes, continuity of services).  Mr. Bernardo also noted that although the jail and House of Correction will be relocated in Bourne and will be State facilities, the Sheriff will remain an elected position.  There was consensus of the Board to schedule discussion of endorsement of the concept of a regional government on next week’s meeting agenda.  

The Board met with Ali Parrand of Woodard and Curran.  Mr. Parrand reviewed the draft agreement with Woodard and Curran for the water study approved by the June 26th special town meeting noting an anticipated project completion date of six months from the date the contract is signed.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to accept the draft engineering services agreement between Woodard and Curran and the Town of Wellfleet for a water supply/wastewater disposal study dated September, 2000 subject to its review by Town Counsel. Selectman Putnam noted that he will speak with the County Health Department to see what services the County has available to assist the Town with additional water sampling data.  Mr. Parrand will forward a list of short-term alternative solutions for the sites listed by DEP for the Board’s review and future discussion.

At 7:55 p.m. County Commissioner Rob O’Leary arrived and supplemented Mr. Bernardo’s overview of proposed County Charter changes and services.

The Board discussed the draft special town meeting warrant as follows:

· Article 1 (transfers) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 2 (Library roof) – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to fix the sum for engineering services and roof repair costs in the article at $600,000.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 3 (Teamsters wage adjustments) – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 4 (streetlight purchase) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.
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· Article 5 (beach concessions) – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 6 (land next to DPW) – on a motion by Grossman, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

· Article 7 (standard last article) – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to recommend this article.

The Board discussed:

a) Assessors:  Cyclical Inspection of Residential Parcels for FY 2001 Bid – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to accept the bid of Warren Rhodes, as low bidder, in the amount of $12.00 per parcel.

b) Update on filling vacancies of Town positions – Selectman Donovan updated the Board on the status of the Town Administrator search noting that the process of scheduling an additional preliminary screening of candidates is going forward.  The Administrative Assistant updated the Board on the status of the ads for the positions of Health/Conservation Agent and DPW Director.  Further discussion included the status of the Shellfish Constable position - there was consensus that the applicants be informed that the Board will schedule interviews in October with a decision anticipated in December.

c) Draft letter to Board of Health re:  Quorum and Meeting Times – on a motion by Parlante, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to send the letter.

d) Lower Cape Selectmen’s Meeting scheduled for September 28th – Selectmen Grossman, Putnam and Parlante indicated that they will be attending.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously at 8:56 p.m. on a roll call vote (Parlante, Donovan, Putnam, Grossman – yea) to enter executive session to discuss strategy with respect to collective bargaining and potential litigation and not to reconvene in open session.
