Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Dale Donovan.  Selectmen present included Peter Hall, Roger Putnam, Howard Grossman and Michael Parlante.  Acting Town Administrator Tom Groux also attended.

Chairman Donovan announced that the Forum is sponsoring Coastsweep on Saturday, September 16, 2000 from 8 a.m. to 1 p.m.

The Board met with members of the Building and Needs Assessment Committee including Dick Butterfield, George Moe, David Rego, Drew Brown and DPW Director Jamie Bell.  Discussion included:

1) Library roof – discussion included the need to replace the roof, possible closure of the building during construction and project timeline.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Acting Town Administrator and DPW Director to request funds from the Finance Committee to pursue services for design/engineering and preparation of the RFP for replacement of the Library roof in the amount of $36,000.  It was suggested that the Town may have cause for action against the  architect or contractor of the original project – DPW Bell agreed to gather the information.  On a motion by Parlante, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to refer the original design/construction information to Town Counsel for possible action.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Elaine McIlroy as an ex-officio member of the Committee for the duration of this building project.

2) Gutsy Bender’s property – the Committee recommended that the Board include an article on the special town meeting warrant for purchase of this property to be used as a Police station and that the Town pursue a right of first refusal until 11/1 to purchase this property so that voters have time to decide if they wish to purchase this property.  Chairman Donovan requested that the Committee submit its request in writing along with cost estimates of the project.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Hall, the Board voted unanimously to appoint a representative from the Police Department and a representative from the Fire Department to serve as ex-officio members of the Committee.

3) Land adjacent to DPW building – the Committee requested that an article to take this property by eminent domain be reinserted in the special town meeting warrant due to the water problems at the DPW.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn the Board of Selectmen meeting and to reconvene as Park Commissioners.  Park Commissioner Chairman Parlante chaired the meeting and discussion included:

a) Request from Wellfleet Historical Society re:  Plaque at site of Mercantile Wharf/Chequessett Inn – Helen Purcell outlined the request of the Historical Society noting that the plaque will be paid for by the Society.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of the Historical Society to
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place a plaque at Keller’s Corner to mark the site of Mercantile Wharf and the Chequessett Inn.

b) Additional benches in front of Town Hall – discussion included possible locations.  On a motion by Grossman, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the placement of two benches with the specific area in front of Town Hall to be determined.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Hall, the Board of Park Commissioners voted unanimously to adjourn and reconvene as the Board of Selectmen.  Chairman Donovan resumed the chair.

The Board discussed:

· Appoint representative and alternate representative to U.S.G.S. Outer Cape Groundwater Modeling Project Task Force – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Roger Putnam as representative and Ben Gitlow as alternate representative to the U.S.G.S. Outer Cape Groundwater Modeling Project Task Force.

· Appointment of Election Workers – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to approve the list as submitted.  (Alfred Hill, Judith Rhodes, Margaret Carter, Ruth Ann Dykeman, Eleanor Hazen, Phyllis Hill, Warren Rhodes, Roy Cansdale, Richard Hazen III, Deborah Lane, Clarence Smith, Betsey Patterson, Jean Lay, Robert Hankey, Ruth Marriott, Frances Hartswick, Carol Smith)

· Board/Committee appointments – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Francis Corbin to the Council on Aging.  On a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Janis Plaue to the Open Space/Land Bank Committee.

· Proposed additional language for Frank property Conservation Restriction – on a motion by Hall, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously that the following language be inserted on page 3 of the Frank property Conservation Restriction:  “… removal, disturbance or any activities detrimental to wildlife or wildlife habitat;”  Alan Platt requested that the Board sign the Frank property Conservation Restriction document and the Board agreed.

· Draft Special Town Meeting Warrant:

· Article 1 (transfers) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM warrant.

· Article (funds for Library roof repair) – on hold until the next meeting.

· Article (purchase of Town streetlights) – the need for funds for maintenance and funding the project via free cash were discussed.

· Article (authorization for conservation restrictions on Oliver and Geiger properties) – on hold.

· Article (concession authorization) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM warrant.

· Article (land next to DPW) – on hold.

· Article (wage adjustments) – on hold.

· Article (part-time planner position) – on hold.

· Article (Zoning Bylaw amendment re:  Shoreline Vista Preservation Bylaw) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to refer this proposed Zoning Bylaw amendment back to the Planning Board for public hearing.

Page 3 – Board of Selectmen Minutes – 9/5/00

· Housing Authority (Old County Road property) – it was noted that the 1993 town meeting article called for this property to revert back to the Town if construction had not begun within seven years.  It was requested that the Housing Authority be asked for the status of this project.

· Acting Town Administrator – Mr. Groux recommended that his appointment not be renewed for a second 90 day period noting that he plans to put his efforts into the Town Administrator search.  There was consensus to schedule a meeting on Friday, September 8th at 2:30 p.m. for an initial review of the candidates.  Mr. Groux agreed to work on a “task” basis as a consultant.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Grossman, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:12 p.m.
