November 13, 2001

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

Announcements:

· County Commissioner Lance Lambros presented Council on Aging Director Jacqui Wildes with a lap top computer and printer to be used to establish a regional data base and presented a check to the Board for $23,460.15 as Wellfleet’s share of funds being returned to the towns.

· Selectman Donovan announced that today is Town Administrator Tim Smith’s one year anniversary.

Open Session:

· Mary Ellen Manning submitted and read a petition to the Board from the Citizens for the Preservation of the Coles Neck Road Area requesting that the “Board of Selectmen work to preserve the rustic, scenic nature of Coles Neck Road and the surrounding area.”

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Houk abstaining (he had not attended the meeting), to approve the minutes of October 9, 2001 as presented.

On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of October 15, 2001 as presented.

On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of October 22, 2001 as presented.

The Town Administrator noted that arrangements for the fall conference have been made.

The Board held a public hearing to consider the request of Joseph Lema & Sons, Inc. for extension of its seasonal all alcohol package goods store license from November 30, 2001 to January 15, 2002.  Chairman Parlante disclosed that he has an interest in a business which holds a liquor license.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this request.

Comments/Reports

· Selectman May updated the Board on the status of the dredging project noting that the project should be completed in early December at a cost to the Town of $410,000.  He thanked Representative Gomes and Speaker Finneran for their assistance.

· Selectman Donovan noted that the Board of Health will be meeting on November 15th at 7:00 p.m. in the Library Meeting Room to discuss waste water districts.
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Selectman Putnam presented his correspondence report.  Per the request of the Zoning Board of Appeals, the Board voted unanimously on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, to move William Nicholson from an alternate member to a regular member of the Board of Appeals.  Per the request of the Marina Advisory Committee, the Board voted unanimously on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, to move Joel Fox from an alternate member to a regular member of the Marina Advisory Committee.  Selectman Putnam read a letter drafted to Governor Swift, Senators Birmingham and Lees, and Representatives Finneran, Rogers and Marini regarding the impacts of cutting the State’s appropriations for local aid to municipalities.  Donovan moved and May seconded a motion to approve and send the letter as read.  Arlene Kirsch suggested that the letter note that most small communities do not benefit from taxation of commercial properties.  The Board voted unanimously in favor of the motion with the addition of language as suggested by Ms. Kirsch.  Ms. Kirsch requested that the Town Administrator update the Finance Committee on the free cash balance.

The Board held the annual classification hearing.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously to continue this hearing to its November 26, 2001 meeting at 7:30 p.m.

The Board discussed:

a) Water RFP – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to issue an RFP per the approval of Article 5 of the October 22, 2001 Special Town Meeting.

b) Business Licenses (2001) – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business license of Cappello’s Cape Cod Country Store.

c) Business Licenses (2002) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the following business licenses as printed on the agenda:  AIM Thrift Shop; Wellfleet Village Mobil; Captain Higgins Seafood Restaurant, Inc.; Consider the Lilies, Inc.; Pickle & Puppy General Store; Briar Lane Body & Paint; Computer Options; Andre Pottery; Abiyoyo; Golden Cod Gallery; Harmon Studio Gallery; Kendall Art Gallery/Wellfleet Frame Shop; Cape Impressions Gallery; Copy Caps; Decorator’s Shop; Eccentricity; Eccentricity’s Oualie; Emperor’s Old Clothes; Off Center; Harbor Hill Gallery; Herridge Books; Jules Besch Stationers, Inc.; Karol Richardson, Inc.; Mikan Gallery; Nicholas Harrison Gallery, Inc.; Oliver’s Tennis Courts; Poli Gallery; Rose’s Auto Service; Secret Garden; Tim’s Used Books; Trading Post; Cape Mariner Excursions/Naviator (charter boat); Cape Mariner Excursions/Naviator (booth); Jac’s Mate.  Selectman Houk recused himself.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously 4-0 to approve the business license of Sandpiper Gallery.

d) Request to Use Town Property (Murphy Nickerson) – Chairman Parlante recused himself and left the table.  Vice-Chairman Donovan chaired the meeting.  Dennis Murphy was in attendance and outlined the request to use Town property relative to the installation of a new septic system at Mac’s Seafood.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously 4-0 to approve the request of Murphy Nickerson to use a 30 foot wide section of Town property directly south of the Harbor Freeze for installation of a new septic system.  Chairman Parlante rejoined the Board and resumed the Chair.
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The Board held a public hearing on the merits of extending the authority of the local licensing board (Board of Selectmen) to issue permits to allow package stores to open on Sundays during the holiday season.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to allow package stores to open on Sundays between and including November 18 and December 31, 2001.

The Board held the following Shellfish Department public hearings consecutively.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  Chairman Parlante disclosed that he has a shellfish grant, holds a commercial shellfish permit and owns waterfront property.  Selectmen Putnam and May disclosed that they hold commercial shellfish permits.

· Application from James E. O’Connell for transfer of shellfish grant license #2000-1 located at Egg Island and consisting of approximately one and one-half acres from James E. O’Connell to James E. O’Connell and Nancy O’Connell – the Shellfish Constable presented his recommendation that the application be approved.  On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

· Application from Michael P. Wallick for transfer of shellfish grant license #95-28 located at Egg Island and consisting of approximately one acre from Michael P. Wallick to Michael P. Wallick and Russell Apgar – the Shellfish Constable presented his recommendation that the application be approved.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

· Recommendation from the Shellfish Constable to revise Section 6 of the Wellfleet Shellfish Policies and Regulations – the Shellfish Constable presented his recommended revision.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Parlante abstaining, to accept the recommendation of the Shellfish Constable for revision of Section 6 of the Wellfleet Shellfish Policies and Regulations “Policy Regarding Issuance of Shellfish Grants for Areas Subdivided by the Town”.

The Board continued discussion:

e) Request to Install Utilities within a Public Way (Farrell Electric, Inc.) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of Farrell Electric, Inc. to install utilities within a public way at pole 14/46 on Old Kings Highway in Wellfleet.

f) Approval of Minutes of Utility Pole Hearing – Selectman May disclosed that he is a retiree of Verizon.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Houk abstaining, to approve the minutes of the pole hearing dated November 6, 2001 relative to petition #01-35 of Verizon and Commonwealth Electric Company for two jointly owned pole locations on Cemetery Road in Wellfleet.

g) Request to Close Business – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of John W. Pontius of Finely J.P.’s Restaurant to close from December 9th to January 16th for general cleaning and maintenance.
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h) Sign Bylaw – Section 7.2 “Signs not Requiring Permits” of the Zoning Bylaw was discussed.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously that the Sign Bylaw be enforced as written and to ask the Police Department to proceed with enforcement forthwith and that Article 7, Section 9 of the General Bylaw also be enforced.

i) Designer Selection Policy – the “Town of Wellfleet Designer Selection Procedures” as drafted by the Town Administrator was discussed.  It was suggested that the word “will” be changed to “may” in paragraph 3.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously that the proposed Designer Selection Policy be approved as amended.

j) Conservation Trust – Mark Robinson, representing the Wellfleet Conservation Trust, met with the Board and requested a permanent conservation restriction be approved on the properties of Jean A. Adams and Jane Law Venell.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the proposed conservation restrictions on the Adams and Venell properties in accordance with M.G.L. c. 184, s. 32.

k) Housing Task Force – Housing Authority Chair Steve Durkee and member Marjorie Sanson met with the Board requesting that an Affordable Housing Task Force be established.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously that the Chairman be authorized to draft a letter to Town Boards requesting that they appoint a member to the Housing Authority Task Force by the end of the year.

l) Appointment of Wiring Inspector – the Town Administrator indicated his appointment of Garret G. Roosma as Wiring Inspector.  On a motion by May, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve this appointment.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously at 9:03 p.m. on a roll call vote (Donovan, May, Putnam, Houk, Parlante – yea) to enter executive session to discuss land acquisition, contract negotiations and litigation and not to reconvene in open session.
