Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 6:05 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

The Board interviewed Sibel Asantugrul for appointment to the Historical Review Board.  Chairman Parlante noted that appointments to this Board need the approval of the Planning Board.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to recommend Sibel Asantugrul for the position on the Historical Review Board.  Planning Board Chairman Denny O’Connell indicated that the Planning Board will discuss this matter at its Wednesday meeting and will get back to the Board of Selectmen.

The Board interviewed Trevor Pontbriand for appointment to the Zoning Board of Appeals.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Trevor Pontbriand as an alternate member of the Zoning Board of Appeals.

The Board interviewed Alan Dodge for appointment to the Historical Commission.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Alan Dodge to the Historical Commission.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to accept the minutes of November 26, 2001 as presented.

Town Administrator comments:

· announced that the Town Clerk/Treasurer is requesting a meeting of the Board regarding the bond issue to be scheduled on either December 12, 13, 14 or 17 at 1:00 p.m.

· announced that the ground breaking for the Old Kings Highway rental units is scheduled for December 14 at 10:30 a.m.

· suggested that joint budget meetings be scheduled with the Finance Committee for January 9, 16, 23 and 30.

· indicated that the Capital Improvement Plan will be distributed to the Board tomorrow.

Comments/Reports:

· Selectman Putnam noted that the increase in tax bills will not be 10% as noted last week but approximately 1.7%.

· Selectman Donovan suggested that the Board develop a policy on how Town departments work with “friends of” groups to set guidelines on gifts.  Fran Devasto addressed the Board regarding the status of the F.O.O.R. Group and was asked to make an appointment with the Town Administrator to further discuss this matter.  Selectman Donovan requested a copy of F.O.O.R.’s bylaws.
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Selectman Putnam presented his correspondence report:

· Letter from the Cape Light Compact regarding purchase of streetlights for $1.00 – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously that the Town Administrator take the necessary steps to provide the Board of Selectmen with information relative to the purchase of streetlights for $1.00.

· Report from the Wellfleet Forum Adopt-A-Highway program – Chairman Parlante thanked Betty and Ken Kimball and Cyndi and George Moe for all their efforts keeping Route 6 clean.

· Notification of the expiration of Ray Crowell’s term as the Wellfleet representative to the Barnstable County Home Consortium Advisory Council – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to reappont Ray Crowell to the Barnstable County Home Consortium Advisory Council.

· Letters from Virginia Crossman – Selectman Houk suggested that the Board ask Ms. Crossman to attend a Board meeting to discuss her various issues – Selectman Houk will draft the letter.

The Board discussed:

a) Annual Liquor License renewals – Chairman Parlante disclosed that he is a member of a corporation which holds a liquor license and indicated that he will step down on the licenses for the Bookstore & Restaurant.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the liquor license renewals of Seaside Liquors and Joseph Lema & Son, Inc.  Vice-Chairman Donovan chaired the meeting.  On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted 4-0 to approve the liquor license renewal of the Bookstore & Restaurant, Inc.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses as stated on the agenda with the exception of the Bookstore & Restaurant as follows:  Kite Gallery; Lizard T’Shirt Gallery; Left Bank Gallery, Inc.; Cottontail Gallery; Hinckley’s Corner Crafts; Consider the Lilies, Inc.; Chocolate Sparrow; Aesop’s Tables; Wellfleet Drive In/Flea Market; Wellfleet Beachcomber; Finely J.P.’s, Inc.; South Wellfleet General Store; Black Duck; P.J.’s Family Restaurant; Wellfleet Cinemas; Wellfleet Miniature Golf Dairy Bar & Grill; Christine’s Oasis; Moby Dick’s Restaurant; Flying Fish Café; Painter’s Restaurant and Van Rensselaer’s.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted 4-0 to approve the business licenses of the Bookstore & Restaurant, Inc. (bookstore) and the Bookstore & Restaurant, Inc. (restaurant).  Chairman Parlante resumed chairing the meeting.

b) Request to Use Town Property – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of the Friends of the Wellfleet Libraries to use the driveway on the east side of Town Hall from 7:30 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. on July 14, 2002 with a rain date of June 21 and on August 11, 2002 with a rain date of August 18 for a book sale to benefit the Wellfleet Public Library.

c) Appointment of Alternate Wiring Inspector – the Town Administrator indicated his appointment of Garrett Roosma as Alternate Wiring Inspector.

d) Discuss Future Conferences – discussion included broadening the outlook for the future conferences and holding the next conference in the Town of Wellfleet.
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e) Discuss Issuance of Alcohol and Business Licenses – Chairman Parlante recused himself and left the table. Vice-Chairman Donovan chaired the meeting.  Discussion included extending  seasonal alcohol licenses and the number of and need for liquor licenses issued.  It was suggested that Town Counsel be asked to summarize the liquor licensing laws and the Board’s powers and authority relative to business licensing.  It was requested that the Town Administrator look into the license for the Wellfleet Flea Market.  Chairman Parlante rejoined the Board.

f) Duck Harbor/Gut Project – Health/Conservation Agent Emily Beebe was in attendance and outlined an access mitigation plan for Great Island summarizing projects which could be undertaken to protect the area.  Handicapped accessibility and parking was discussed.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to move ahead with this proposed plan with the proviso that the Town continue to take any additional necessary steps.

g) Neon signs – the 1995 memo from the Board of Selectmen regarding registration and grandfathering of signs was discussed.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously that the Town Administrator request that the Building Inspector  look into the issue of enforcement of the use of neon signs.

John Porteus, Darlene Frazier and Susan Saffiotti each addressed the Board regarding continued sponsorship of Fran Devasto’s plays sponsored by the F.O.O.R. Group.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously at 7:53 p.m. on a roll call vote (Donovan, May, Houk, Putnam, Parlante – yea) to enter executive session to discuss contract negotiations and not to reconvene in open session.
