May 14, 2001

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 6:07 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.  

The Board met with members of the Board of Health - Robert Paine, Geoffrey Karlson, Betty Kimball; members of the Finance Committee - Ken Granlund, Fred Wolff, Arlene Kirsch, Ira Wood, Deborah Davis; and representatives of Woodard and Curran and Lombardo Associates – Pio Lombardo, Paul Weisman, Doug Reed to discuss water/wastewater issues.

The Board held a public hearing on the recommendation of the Beach Administrator and Harbormaster to establish a permitting procedure and fee structure for boats/canoes left at Gull Pond.  Selectman Putnam read the public notice.  Beach Administrator Suzanne Thomas and Harbormaster Michael Flanagan were in attendance.  Ms. Thomas presented the recommendation.  Discussion included the need for appropriate signage and determining the number of boats which can be accommodated.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to accept the recommendation of the Beach Administrator as follows:  1) that anyone who wishes to leave his or her canoe or boat at Gull Pond be required to fill out a Waterways Mooring application with the Harbormaster’s Office and receive a Mooring Permit issued by the Harbormaster; 2) that an annual fee of $10.00 for residents and non-resident taxpayers and $100.00 for non-residents be charged for this privilege; 3) that the maximum permissible number of canoes on shore and boats moored in the shallow water be determined by the Harbormaster and the Beach Administrator; 4) any canoe or boat that is left for more than 48 hours at Gull Pond without the proper mooring registration sticker would be removed by the DPW and held until the owner provides proper identification for retrieval of the canoe or boat.

The meeting was recessed at 7:45 p.m.  Chairman Parlante called the meeting back to order at 7:54 p.m.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of May 1, 2001 as presented.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to approve the minutes of May 7, 2001 as presented.

The Town Administrator presented his report to the Board noting that the Library roof project is 85% complete and that it has been suggested that the decorative ribs not be installed.  The Town Administrator indicated that the purchase and sales agreement for the Church property is moving forward and that he hopes to bring it to the Board by May 29th noting that Board approval would be contingent upon approval at the June Special Town Meeting.
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Comments/Reports:

· Selectman Houk noted that he is working on proposed amendments to the Committee/Board Appointment Policy and suggested that the Board send a letter to Sandra Callis upon her retirement from the Police Department.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to send a letter of appreciation to Sandra Callis.

· Selectman Putnam requested and received clarification from the Town Administrator on the 2001 road paving project list.

Selectman Putnam presented his correspondence report.

The Board discussed:

a) Business licenses – on a motion by Houk, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Jack’s Boat Rentals, Inc. (Gull Pond); Jack’s Boat Rentals, Inc. (Route 6); The Eclectic Company; Abiyoyo and Kelley’s Flowers.  Chairman Parlante recused himself and left the table.  Vice Chairman Donovan chaired the meeting.  The Board discussed the business licenses of Mac’s Seafood and Harbor Grill noting receipt of a letter from Wellfleet Marine Corp. outlining “problems” with these two businesses.  Donna Pickard expressed her liability concerns and Mac Hay indicated his willingness to address Ms. Pickard’s concerns.  Other discussion included Mr. Hay’s use of town property for his picnic tables for his customers and the general public.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously 4-0 to grant the business licenses for Mac’s Seafood and Harbor Grill.  Chairman Parlante rejoined the Board.

b) Temporary Appointment of Dog Officer – the Town Administrator indicated his 3-month appointment of Tracy DeMarco as Dog Officer.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously to support the temporary appointment of Tracy DeMarco as Dog Officer.

c) Special Town meeting Articles:

· Article 1 (purchase of Catholic Church property) – on a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM warrant and to recommend it.

· Question 1 (Proposition 2 ½ exclusion for purchase of Catholic Church property) – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to place this ballot question on the STM warrant.

· Article 2 (Dimensional Special Permits) – to be discussed at the next meeting after receipt of information requested from Town Counsel.

· Article 3 (transfer to compensate an employee for overtime) – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM warrant and to recommend it.

· Article 4 (Ferris easement for water service) – Health/Conservation Agent Emily Beebe was in attendance and read the proposed article, outlined the background of the water issues at the Ferris property and noted that this article request is to save a place on the STM warrant since the Board has not as yet heard the Ferris proposal.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM warrant.
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· Article 5 (petitioned article – Dimensional Special Permits) – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to place this article on the STM warrant.

· Article to address water/wastewater issues – Putnam moved and Houk seconded a motion to place an article on the STM warrant to raise and appropriate, transfer from available funds or borrow the sum of $1,200,000, or any other sum, for the purpose of funding engineering and design for a centralized water and wastewater system for the Central District so-called, and further, to authorize the Board of Selectmen to take any and all actions necessary to carry out the provisions this article and to place the related proposition 2 ½ exclusion ballot question on the STM warrant.  Selectman Donovan indicated his feeling that placing this article on the warrant is premature.  Selectmen Houk, Putnam, Parlante and May each indicated their support for this article.  The Board voted 4-1, with Donovan voting against, on the motion.

· Police Department request for transfers – Police Chief Rosenthal outlined his transfer requests.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to place the transfers as requested by the Police Chief on the STM warrant.

· Catholic Church property issues – Selectman Donovan volunteered to serve on the committee being formed to examine potential uses of the Church property.  Selectman Houk indicated that he would like to tour the Church building.  The Town Administrator will arrange for building access for Selectmen Houk, May and Donovan.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 9:12 p.m.
