July 9, 2001

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to accept the minutes of June 18, 2001 as presented.

On a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to accept the minutes of June 25, 2001 as presented.

The Town Administrator presented his report to the Board noting that the Administrative Consent Order from DEP for the DPW Facility is being reviewed by Town Counsel.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to authorize the Town Administrator to sign the consent order subject to his approval of changes suggested by legal counsel.  The Town Administrator noted his intent to appoint Rex Peterson as Assistant Town Administrator with a starting date of August 1st.  Planning Board Chairman Dennis O’Connell endorsed the Town Administrator’s recommendation.  On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the recommendation of the Town Administrator to appoint Rex Peterson as Assistant Town Administrator.

Selectman Putnam presented his correspondence report with discussion as follows:

· Arlene Kirsch requested that several pieces of correspondence be forwarded to the Finance Committee.

· Letter from Joyce Harding regarding Article 2 (Ferris easement) of the June 25th Special Town Meeting - on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously that the Town Administrator draft a response to this letter.

· Selectman Houk noted the availability of grant funds for trails as reported in the Cape Cod Commission “Reporter” - the Town Administrator will review this information.

· Notice of tax taking of lot 455 Map 29 (Drummer Cove area) – Selectman Putnam suggested that the Drummer Cove property be turned over to the Conservation Commission for conservation purposes; it was requested that this matter be scheduled for discussion on a future agenda.

The Board interviewed candidates for appointment to the following committees:

· Council on Aging – the Board interviewed Shirley Lauffer and Dennis Cunningham.  Selectman Houk noted receipt of a letter from Council on Aging Director Jacqui Wildes in support of these appointments.

· Cultural Council – the Board interviewed Michael Lee.

· Marina Advisory Committee – the Board interviewed Joel Fox.

· Shellfish Advisory Committee – the Board interviewed Frederick Armstrong.
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The Board discussed:

a) Business Licenses – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of Poli Gallery and Harperspace Studio/Gallery.

b) Requests to Use Town Property:

· American Lung Association – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of the American Lung Association to use the White Crest Beach parking lot on Sunday, September 23, 2001 from 10 a.m. to 1 p.m. for the Autumn Escape Bike Trek rest stop.

· Cape Cod National Seashore and U.S. Geological Survey – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of the Cape Cod National Seashore and U.S. Geological Survey to use the Gull Pond parking area between the septic system and the pond in September, 2001 for three days for well installation and occasional monitoring thereafter.

· Massachusetts Air National Guard – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of the Massachusetts Air National Guard to use Cahoon Hollow Beach on Thursday, July 26, 2001 from 12 p.m. to 2 p.m. to hand out literature and give-away items in the parking lot and beach regarding education benefits and job training of the Guard.

· Jesse Shantz Memorial Scholarship – on a motion by May, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously to approve the request of the Jesse Shanz Memorial Scholarship Fund to use the Mayo Beach Parking Lot median strip on July 22, 2001 from 12 p.m. to 5 p.m. for the 4th annual fund raiser kayak regatta.

c) Nomination of Inspector(s) of Animals – on a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to nominate Town Administrator Tim Smith, Police Chief Richard Rosenthal and Dog Officer Tracey DeMarco as Inspectors of Animals.

d) Appointment of Call Firefighter – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointment of Tammi M. Townsend as a Call Firefighter.

e) Appointment of Night Watchmen – the Town Administrator indicated his appointment of Deborah Dube and Thomas Murphy as Assistant Harbormasters/Night Watchpersons.  On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve these appointments.

f) Committee/Board Appointments – on a motion by May, seconded by Houk, the Board voted 4-0-1, with Donovan abstaining, to appoint Glenn Shields to the Marina Advisory Committee.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Shirley Lauffer and Dennis Cunningham to the Council on Aging Board.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Michael Lee to the Cultural Council.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Joel Fox to the Marina Advisory Committee.  On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Frederick Armstrong to the Shellfish Advisory Committee.
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g) Seat Belt Signs – the Board reviewed the locations proposed by Officer Michael Hurley as follows:

· Beaches - on a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to place seatbelt signs at the Maguire’s Landing, White Crest and Newcomb Hollow Beach houses and at Cahoon Hollow Beach.

· Beach Sticker House – there was consensus not to place a sign at the Beach Sticker House.

· Wellfleet Elementary School – on a motion by Houk, seconded by May, the Board voted 4-1, with Putnam voting against, to place two signs at the Wellfleet Elementary School where vehicles with parents would enter and exit.

· Kendrick Avenue – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted 4-1, with Putnam voting against, to place a seatbelt sign at the playground on Kendrick Avenue where vehicles exit the parking lot.

· Route Six at the Eastham and Truro lines – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously not to place additional signs on Route Six.

· Exit at Transfer Station – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted 3-2, with Putnam and Parlante voting against, to place a seatbelt sign where vehicles exit the Transfer Station.

· Stop Signs or Street Signs – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted 4-1, with Putnam voting against, to place “britesides” seat belt signs at intersections with Route 6 but not at in-Town intersections as follows:  Lecount Hollow Road and Route 6, West Road and Route 6, Cahoon Hollow Road and Route 6, Coles Neck Road and Route 6 and Old County Road and Route 6.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted unanimously to add the intersection at Gull Pond Road and Route 6 to the preceding list.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously at 8:12 p.m. on a roll call vote (Donovan, May, Putnam, Houk, Parlante – yea) to enter executive session to discuss litigation and not to reconvene in open session.
