April 8, 2002

Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m. by Chairman Michael Parlante.  Selectmen present included Dale Donovan, Roger L. Putnam, Jr., Jerry Houk and Michael May.  Town Administrator Tim Smith also attended.

Announcements:

· Selectman May announced that the first meeting of the Oyster Festival Committee had taken place and that anyone interested in helping with the Festival should contact the Recreation Director.

· Chairman Parlante announced that Health/Conservation Agent Emily Beebe’s camera had been picked up at Amnesty Day at the Transfer Station and asked that if anyone has any information to call Ms. Beebe.

On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to accept the minutes of March 25, 2002 as presented.

On a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to release the executive session minutes of 10/24/00, 11/2/00, 12/4/00, 1/10/01, 1/16/01, 1/22/01, 1/29/01, 3/8/01.

Town Administrator comments – the Town Administrator noted a meeting on April 19th with consultant Sandy Marshall to wrap up the future conference information and a conference call scheduled for April 17th with Town Counsel to review STM/ATM motions.

Comments/Reports:

· Selectman May updated the Board on the work of the Cape Light Compact relative to lower priced electricity to be provided to Default Service customers noting that the Compact is asking the Board to approve a standard resolution.  On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to support the “Resolution for Lower Priced Supply for Default Customers”.

· Selectman May noted receipt of a letter from the Orleans Board of Selectmen regarding “Town Night” at an Orleans Cardinals Baseball Game.  On a motion by May, seconded by Parlante, the Board voted unanimously to indicate its preference of June 23rd for Wellfleet Night at the Cardinals baseball game.

Selectman Putnam presented his correspondence report.

Selectman Houk suggested a) that the Board consider discussing the Infectious Disease Bill at a future Board meeting; b) to the Town Administrator that the Building Inspector and  Planning Board Chair participate in the zoning Reform Group as noted in the Beacon; and c) that the Board consider sending a letter to the Police Chief regarding actions taken by the officer on duty during  the recent  break-in  at  the Mobil gas station when an officer on suspension was asked to
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come forward.  On a motion by Houk, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted 3-2, with Donovan and May voting against, to send a letter to the Police Chief informing him that any officer on suspension can only be removed from suspension by the Board of Selectmen and to notify the Chief that the Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Board are empowered to act for the Board of Selectmen in emergencies.  Selectman May questioned the prudence of taking action based on facts from a newspaper article.

The Board held a public hearing to consider the application received from Andrew Koch for renewal of Shellfish Grant License #2000-6 located at Egg Island.  Chairman Parlante disclosed that he has a shellfish grant license, holds a commercial shellfish permit and owns waterfront property.  Selectman May disclosed that he holds a commercial shellfish permit.  Selectman Putnam disclosed that he holds a senior commercial shellfish permit.  Shellfish Constable Bill Walton was in attendance and recommended that shellfish grant license #2000-6 be renewed for a period of five years commencing on April 18, 2002 and ending on April 18, 2007.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to accept the recommendation of the Shellfish Constable.

The Board discussed:

a) Business Licenses – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the business licenses of The Davis Gallery; Abiyoyo; Jack’s Boat Rentals, Inc. (Route 6); Jack’s Boat Rentals, Inc. (Gull Pond); the Dog Pound.

b) Renewal of Seasonal Liquor Licenses – Chairman Parlante disclosed that he is a member of a corporation which holds a liquor license.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the seasonal liquor license of Eric’s Seafood Restaurant, Inc.

c) ABCC Seasonal Liquor License Renewal Certification – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to approve the ABCC Seasonal Liquor License Renewal Certification.

d) Amendment to contract with Environmental Partners – the Town Administrator outlined the amendment for the addition of Task 1(a). Preliminary Screening of Sites for Potential Water Supply Source.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the amendment to the contract with Environmental Partners in the amount of $12,000.

e) Approval of Seasonal Call Firefighter Appointment – on a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to approve the appointment of Leo Childs III as a seasonal call Firefighter/EMT.

f) Set Date for Pre-Town Meeting – on a motion by May, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to set the date for Pre-Town Meeting for April 16th.

g) Appointment of Special Officers – on a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Michael Finn, Vito Costa, William Dempsey, Jediah Pineau and Canan Yesilcimen as special police officers with the Town through June 30, 2003.  Police Chief Rosenthal indicated that he plans for these officers to attend a Board meeting to meet the Selectmen.  Selectman Houk suggested that the Board consider discussing  recruitment of Wellfleet residents as Special Police Officers at a future Board meeting.

Page 3 – Board of Selectmen Minutes – 4/8/02

The Board held a public hearing to consider proposed regulations and fees for Baker’s Field Tent Usage and the recommendation to amend the Recreation Department fee schedule for 2002.  Recreation Director Becky Rosenberg and Assistant Director Angel Robinson were in attendance and noted the Department’s goal to establish uniform policy and procedures for the tent to become self-sustaining while being used by the community.  Chairman Parlante suggested that the policy include language prohibiting alcoholic beverages.  On a motion by Donovan, seconded by May, the Board voted unanimously to amend section 8. to read “Any exceptions to the above regulations may be made only by the Board of Selectmen.”  On a motion by May, seconded by Putnam, the Board voted unanimously to accept the “Baker’s Field Tent Usage and Policy and Procedures” as printed with the amendment to section 8. as previously voted, and an amendment to section 5 to prohibit alcoholic beverages.  On a motion by Putnam, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to accept the fee schedule as presented.

The Board continued discussion:

h) Appointment of Registrar of Voters – on a motion by Houk, seconded by Donovan, the Board voted unanimously to appoint Ruth Bishop as Registrar of Voters.

i) ATT/Comcast Merger – the Town Administrator noted that a public hearing is scheduled for April 23rd.

Moe Barocas addressed the Board regarding the wording of the explanation of Article 26 (Dimensional Special Permits Bylaw) of the Annual Town Meeting warrant.  Chairman Parlante indicated that the Board had authorized Selectman Donovan to prepare an explanation.

Bob Costa addressed the Board to note his appreciation of the Finance Committee’s comments included in the warrant.

There was consensus to forward a letter to potential members of the Citizens Ad Hoc Committee as drafted by Selectman Putnam.

On a motion by May, seconded by Houk, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 7:57 p.m.
